	Aims:

- To learn what function adverb serves in a sentence : When, Where, and How

- To see how adverbs are put in a sentence and in a story to make the story tasteful
- To learn various kind of adverbs and learn how to use them in a sentence by making own sentences.


	Language Skills:

- Reading : Reading the worksheet #2- “The Boy Who Was Locked in the Library..” 
- Listening : Listen to each others during group discussion 

- Speaking : Discuss the answers of the worksheet in group
- Writing : Create own story using the adverbs


	Language Systems:
- Phonology : Learn the sound of the words how many adverbs have –ly sound at

 the end (suddenly, recently, clearly, gracefully, quickly, quietly..)
- Lexis : Eliciting the meaning of the words by reading the story in worksheet  #2- “The Boy Who Was Locked in the Library..” 
- Grammar : Learn how adverbs are placed in a sentence 
- Function : Learn how adverbs can be used in particular situations by reading the story in worksheet #2 and by changing it with own adverbs
- Discourse : By reading the story in worksheet #2, learn how adverbs can be used in a story


	Assumptions:
           Students already know : 
           - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

           - what verbs are


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

    - Students may still not get the feeling what adverbs are.
(  Use CCQ by asking the students to think up of own words that helps to describe the verbs answering when/where/how. (Ex. Try to think as many words as you can with a verb “run” by answering these questions. How often do you run? Until when do you run? How do you run?)
- There may not be enough time to complete the lesson
(  Cut the individual and group working time and discuss about the answers altogether.
- Some students may finish their tasks earlier than others
(  Tell the students to change the adverbs in Worksheet #2-“The Boy Who Was Locked in the Library..” with other adverbs.

	Talk about the differences between the sentences with and without the adverbs.
	Hi, everyone. How are you today?

Today we will learn new grammar function in a sentence called “Adverbs”.  
What differences are there in following sentences? 

“It is a beautiful day today!” / “It is an extremely beautiful day today!” and

 “I’m hungry.” / “I’m terribly hungry.”
(Hear the students speaking and help them to catch the idea how adverbs are describing the verbs.)

	One student acts out the word and the class try to guess the word

	OK, Let’s do a short warm-up to get the idea of what adverbs are.

I will ask for a volunteer to come up and he/she will act out the words I will show. There will be two combining words of one Verb and one Adverb and all of you will need to guess the words he/she is acting out.
Before acting out, the actor/actress may describe the situation where these words are used to give some clue.
For example, “I am an English teacher for the Beginners...” (Then start speak slowly to the students and ask them what I am doing. Students are to guess the words “Speak Slowly”.)

How many words do you need to guess? 
(Have volunteers to come up and act out below words.)

- Look Carefully

- Wait Eagerly

- Clap Excitedly

- Dance Gracefully

- Laugh Happily

- Eat Greedily

- Smile Shyly

- Sing Joyfully

- Walk Elegantly
(There is no need to finish all the words above. Stop the activity when 10 min. is passed.)

Speak out the last blank of each section.
Find “Adverbs” in the worksheet #2 and change 5 adverbs into other adverbs.
Speak out all adverbs they have found and changed from the Worksheet #2.


	Please look at the worksheet I am handing out. 
(Hand out the worksheet #1)

As you see, there are three sections. Each section has 7 sentences and the blanks of these 7 sentences in each section, have similarities. Each section represents the function of adverbs in a sentence.

Please try to find out the similarity and fill out the last blank which says “Blanks are describing..” and check the answer with your partner. You have 3 min.

What do these three sections represent?

So what did you find out from the Section A? 
(Hear the students answer something like “when and how frequently the things happen”)

How about Section B? 

(Hear the students answer something like “where or to what extinct the things happened”)

And the last section, Section C?

(Hear the students answer something like “how things happened”)

Now, please carefully read the second worksheet I am handing out to you. (Hand out the worksheet #2)

You will read a story. In this story, you will find many adverbs. Please try to find them all with your group. For your hint, there are total 37 adverbs. 
Then when you find all the adverbs, try to change at least 5 parts with other adverbs. You have 7 min.

What do you after you find out all the adverbs?

(Check the students as the do the group discussion and give help if necessary. Give time warning before 1 minute.)

Please speak out the adverbs you have found in the story and how you have changed it to another word. 

(Write the adverbs on the board.)
