	Aims:
Students will learn how to speak in front of class by telling jokes.

Students will learn how to read, interpret, summarize, and tell jokes in their own words through completing the task. 
Students will learn what manners/attitude is needed to tell a joke successfully in front of others.


	Language Skills:

Reading: learn how to skim through a joke, and point out the “punch line”
Writing:  writing“5 tips to tell jokes” 
Speaking: Presenting in front of class, telling jokes
Listening: listening to other student’s presentations


	Language Systems:
• Phonology: “joke” 
• Lexis: new vocabulary, guess the context meaning 

• Grammar: reformulating a joke in own words
• Function: telling a joke 
• Discourse: speaking in front of others 


	Assumptions:

Students will be able to paraphrase and retell the joke they read.
Students will feel more comfortable, if they are physically close to one another. (e.g. in a circle) 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

E: Students will be shy to tell jokes in front of class.
S: Arrange the chairs in a circle to create a more comfortable environment
   to share jokes. 

E: Students will want to rely on their writings for rephrasing jokes. 
S: Set a rule that they cannot use written notes when telling jokes, 
   so that the activity focuses on their speaking skills.
