• Students will familiarize themselves with descriptive writing by reading 
tourism promotion articles. 


	Language Skills:

• Reading: (Main Skill to focus on today)Skim & Scan website articles on 
tourism
• Speaking: discuss among team members, ask detailed questions to other teams
• Listening: listen/comprehend/answer to detailed questions other teams ask
• Writing: write your own article introducing/promoting your favorite place


	Language Systems:
• Phonology: 
• Lexis: new vocabulary, guess the context meaning 
• Grammar: formulate questions in proper grammar
• Function: introduce/promote different countries’ tourism
• Discourse: inquire/answer questions from reading


	Assumptions:

• Students are confident with asking literal questions. 
• The level of writing on websites is a little above Ss level.
• Students can skim & scan under pressure (time constraint)


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

• E: Students may have a hard time guessing which countries are described on
    Guess Where Worksheet.
S: Provide answer choices, so that students can focus on skimming. 
• E: Students may not be able to get to solving applied questions within the 
time period.

S: Ask students to do a type of applied activity(write your own article) as 
homework, and focus on answering literal/interpretive questions in class.
