New Year’s resolutions and giving feedbacks.
Listening: Ss will listen to their peers’ resolutions. 

Writing: Ss will learn to write “if then” clause in first conditional.


	Language Systems:
Phonology: pronouncing“if”
Lexis: difference of “Possible” “Probable” “Certain”
Grammar: 1st conditional
Function: setting up/specifying New Year’s resolutions 
Discourse: discussing the New Year’s resolutions 


	Assumptions:

Students have completed the lessons on zero, second, third conditionals

Students will remember all/part of the previous lessons and will be able to distinguish each conditional type, but will need drills and exercises 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

E: Students may not remember the different types of conditionals previously 

taught in class. 
S: Use CCQ’s to refresh their memories, briefly go over the previous lessons.
E: Students may be confused as for which types of conditionals apply.
S: Worksheet to practice distinguishing different types of conditionals.

	Now, I will hand out another worksheet. Please do not write anything on the paper, yet. 

Let’s take a look at it together.

CCQ

What are New Year’s resolutions?
When do you make your New Year’s resolutions list?

What are some of your New Year’s resolutions? 
When we set up our New Year’s resolutions, we also think about the ways to achieve the goals. 

For example, at the end of last year, I set up the goal to obtain the TESOL certificate. 

I can say,

“If I take TESOL class at Times Media, I will receive the certificate.”
What comes after If shows what I could possibly do to make the result happen. 
On your sheet, you will notice that number one and two have the “I will” part filled out, and three and four “I will” filled out. You would have to complete the five resolutions. 

ICQ

What do I have to write for one and two? Three and four?
For number five, you would have to come up with your own resolution and the way to achieve it.
Okay, I will give you 3 minutes.
Time is up. Let’s share our answers. What did you have for number one, Min?
Exactly, what you have shared today is the first conditional. It’s something that is very likely to happen and something that is going to happen in the future. 
Let’s break down a sentence. 

“If it rains, we will not play soccer.”
If you go back to paper, you will notice that the If part is in present tense. Then it is followed by a future tense.

It takes the form of 
If + Present simple + Then + Future (Will, May)
