	Materials:
· Reading lesson ppt file, computer, projector

	Aims:
· To know the meaning and get familiar with frequently used English expressions in the article by eliciting and having examples
· To practice skimming by reading the text and answering a guiding question
· To practice scanning for details by answering true/false questions and short questions

· To practice writing and speaking by sharing memorable moments watching major sporting events


	Language Skills:
· Reading : Article, guidance question, question worksheet
· Listening : Listening to explanation on expressions, listening peers during working on guiding question in the group and sharing memorable moments
· Speaking : Sharing answers and memorable experience with the class
· Writing : Writing up the memorable moment worksheet


	Language Systems:
· Lexis : Meaning of expressions and other examples
· Function : When and how expressions are used, how the language is used in an article
· Discourse : Delivering memorable moment story to the class


	Assumptions:
· The students know who Kim Yu-na is
· The students all have experience in watching major sporting events

· The students are familiar with each other and group work is not awkward
· The students know how to skim and scan for different type questions
· All 9 students will make it to class today


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· May face technical error using computer
· Use the board and marker to write the expressions down for explanation
· Some students may have the same or similar experience when it comes to thinking up memorable moment, for example 2002 World Cup
· Make the stories brief and move onto a student with a different story
· Tasks may take shorter or longer than planned
· Watch the time and stop the students from working on tasks when they exceed time.  Avoid dragging on pre-activity section, and try to manage time at post-activity section.

Give me one famous name that pops up in your mind when I mention the winter Olympics.  (let the students answer)

	Expressions
I don’t think you’d have a problem with vocabulary used in this article, so instead I picked out some expressions that are frequently used.  It would be a good idea to get familiar with them.
(play the ppt file)
*Subject of speculation
Elicit : What do you think speculation means?
Yes it’s guessing and predicting about something.  So a ‘subject’ of speculation would be something that people wonder and guess about.  You could also change this expression to say something is for example   ‘subject of discussion’ ‘subject of interest.’
* One of the most highly recognized

This one should be easy, it means the most famous, well-known.  Kim Yu-na is one of the most highly recognized athletes.  Then what about Tom Cruz…?  Pororo?
* A heavy sense of burden

Elicit : Any thoughts on what this means?  
Burden is a load you have to bear, usually means mentally rather than physically.  A sense of something is the feel of it.  You can put any abstract noun that describes an emotion or state of mind – sense of love, friendship, hope, desire, etc. 
* Finishing runner-up

Elicit : What color would your medal be if you ‘finished runner-up’?
Finishing first means ranking number one.  What do you think finishing second runner-up is then?  Yes, it’s coming third.

Kim Yu-na to retire after Sochi Olympics

Olympic figure skating champion Kim Yu-na announced Monday she will retire from competitions after the 2014 Winter Olympic Games in Sochi, Russia.

When she will retire has been the subject of speculation since she won the gold medal at the Vancouver 2010 Olympics.  She is the first Korean figure skater to win the Olympic Games, and one of the most highly recognized athletes and media figures in the country.

She brought the nation its first-ever Olympic gold medal in figure skating and – with a new world record of 228.56 points.  At that time, it was the first time ever for a female figure skater to top 220 points.  She beat the silver medalist, Ma Asada of Japan, by 23.06 points.

“After winning the gold medal in the Vancouver Olympic Games, I found it difficult to find a higher goal as a figure skater, as the public support for me has grown.  Fans’ interest and love gave me a heavy sense of burden, and it was my wish to shed the burden just a single day,” she told reporters.

“But I have been motivated anew while training with junior skaters at the training center for national athletes in Taenung, Seoul,” Kim said.  “I thought I would regret later if I give up my active career because of the sense of burden which presses me to be the best.”

She entered the 2010 World Championships about a month after Vancouver and finished second.  Kim later confessed to suffering from an emotional breakdown and sat out the entire 2010-11 season before entering the World Championships in April 2011 and finishing runner-up again.
“I will start over as a national skater rather than as the Vancouver Olympic gold medalist.  I would like my fans to support me not as the Olympic gold medalist but as one of national athletes,” she said, adding that she will train as scheduled to make the national team and compete in the World Championships.

She expressed her determination to prepare herself to be an International Olympic Committee member after the Sochi Olympics. “I nourished a dream of becoming an IOC member while promoting the Korean bid for the 2018 Winter Olympics,” Kim said.

She was one of the eight Korean delegates who delivered a presentation for the Korean city of PyeongChang, which won the hosting rights.  She is required to compete in the Sochi Olympics to qualify as a possible IOC member.
