	Aims:
· To be familiar with key vocabulary thorough teacher’s explanation and C.C.Q.

· To be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering a guide questions
· To improve scanning skill by answering the questions on the worksheets
· To improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas with partner



	Language Skills:
· Reading: Reading the text “How to make Tteokbokki”
· Writing: Answering the questions and Filling in the worksheets

· Speaking: Asking and answering questions and sharing ideas with partner
· Listening: Listening to teacher’s presentation, instruction, demonstration and classmates’ ideas



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Pronunciation of location words and direction expressions
· Lexis: Location words and vocabularies, expressions for describing direction
· Grammar: Usage of how and location words

	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students can’t understand the words wild or modest,
· Explain by comparing word groups.
· If some students don’t know too many words to read the text,

· Let them underline the words and look up the dictionary.

· If there is not enough time to complete the lesson,

· Assign the post activity writing task as homework.

· If some students finish the main tasks earlier than others,
· Give them the supplementary worksheet “What’s your favorite food that you can make?”

	1. Vocabulary

Instruction
T: First, let’s learn vocabulary that can help you read the text.

(1) (Write “cover” on the board.)
T: The first word is “cover.” Look at me. What am I doing?

I’m covering the eraser with the paper. Can you guess the
meaning of “cover”? It means to conceal something.
For example, my car is covered with snow.
Repeat after me, cover. 
CCQ
I’m covering my face with my hands now. Is it right?

(2) (Write “boil” on the board.)
T: Second, the word “boil.” This word is usually used when you cook. 

  Let me give you some examples. The water boils at 100 degree.
Or I like boiled egg more than fired egg. Can you guess the 

meaning? I’m sure you can catch the meaning of boil.

Repeat after me, boil. 
CCQ
When you want to boil something, do you need heat?
If you make Ramen, do you need to boil water?
(3) (Write “simmer” on the board.)
T: The last word is “simmer.”  It means almost the same with “boil”,

the second word. Simmer means boiling something slowly at low
temperature. This world is also frequently used when cooking.
Repeat after me, simmer.

CCQ
What is the same word with simmer which we learned today?
T: We learned 3 words and these help you to read.

T: What did I write? Let’s read the question together.

 Think about the answer as you read the text.

 I’ll give you 3 minutes to read. Read individually and silently.

#1  Text for Reading
How to make Tteokbokki

Have you ever heard about Tteokbokki? It’s a kind of Korean snack. Although we don’t exactly know when Tteokbokki started to be made, it existed in early Joseon Dynasty period(1460) according to ancient documents. At that time, Tteokbokki is not that hot but Tteokbokki has been changed to hot food with red pepper source since 1950s. People tried to fill hunger by seasoning flour rice cakes with red pepper paste after Korean war, and Tteokbokki was spread out to the street. These days Tteokbokki is the number one Korean snack for men and women of all ages. How about trying Tteokbokki for your lunch today?
To make Tteokbokki(rice cakes in hot sauce), you need:
8 oz tube shaped rice cake, 1-2 sheets fish cake, 1/2 onion, 1/4 cabbage, 1/4 carrot,
1 green onion, 2 tbsp red pepper paste, 1 tbsp red pepper powder, 1tsp minced garlic,

2 tsp sugar, 1tsp soy sauce, sesame seed

1. Put rice cakes in a pot and add water to cover them.
2. Boil until rice cakes are soft.

3. Add red pepper paste, red pepper powder, sugar and soy sauce into the pot.
4. Bring it to a boil.
5. Reduce to simmer until the sauce gets a little thick.

6. Add vegetables and cook for 2-3 minutes.

7. Put fish cake in the pot and simmer for another 1-2 minutes.

8. Finish with green onion and sesame seeds and serve hot.
