	Aims: 

· Ss will learn adjective words for emotions and feelings.

· Ss will practice how to describe person’s emotions.

· Ss will learn idioms used in the letters.

· Ss will devolve the following types of reading skill by doing in-class exercises.

            - Skimming : reading rapidly to find a main titles of each letter.

            - Scaning : reading rapidly to find specific answers for questions.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: reading letters and questions.

· Listening: T’s instruction, listening to groups and a partner.

· Writing: answering a quiz worksheet. 

· Speaking: Answering questions, discussing with other Ss.




	Language Systems:

· Lexis: learn adjectives for emotions and feeling and idioms.

· Function: expressing feeling.




	Assumptions:

· Ss already know basic emotional words

· Ss already know the idea of magazine’s problem page.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-    Ss may not be able to match the beginnings and endings of adjectives on #1 question of the vocabulary Worksheet.

· T helps to get the right answers.

 -    Ss may not be familiar with emotional adjectives and may not understand the meaning. 

· T explains with facial expressions, gesture, providing synonyms or opposites.

 -    Ss may not be able to finish the reading on time given  

· T gives 2 more minutes and continues.

Okay let me show you a few photos of Mr. Bean. 
Everyone! Let’s look at the pictures . How does he look?

(Eliciting words related to “Anger”)

Can you think of any reason why he might be angry?

(No right/ wrong answers)

Keep going picture #2, #3,#4,#5

#1 : Furious, angry, annoyed, upset

#2 : overjoyed, excited, delighted

#3 : excited, delighted, happy

#4 : embarrassed, annoyed, nervous

#5 : excited, delight

#6 : disappointed, worried, sad

#7 : confused, worried, nervous

(T Divided Ss into small groups)

Now I am going to hand out the vocabulary worksheets. With group, please finish the questions. I will give you 4 minutes. 
CCQ

Are you working alone?

What are you supposed to do?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute a vocabulary worksheet)

Let’s Begin.

Check the answers

After 4 minutes, check answer with Ss. for Q1, beginning with the S at the end, let Ss answer and T will write on the board. 

For Q2, let Ss answer in turn. T does not write adjectives on the board. Instead point out the words already written on the board.

Are you done? Who need more time? It’s okay if you haven’t finished. We can do it together.

	 Procedure:

1. Skimming for the Main Ideas

1. Guiding Questions

(Write the question on the board)

“What would be a title for each of these letters?”

Instructions

The reading materials you are going to read today are 4 letters from 4 different writers. These letters are written to the magazine’s problem page. Does anyone know what the magazine’s problem pages are?

(If Ss know ‘the magazine’s problem pages’, ask a S and briefly explain the magazine’s problem page)

The magazine’s problem page is a page in a magazine where people with problems write a letter to asking an advice with their problem. 

 While you are reading, try to get the main idea of letters. 

And when you done reading, do the # 1 question on the second page of the worksheet.
They are really short letters, so it won’t take much time.

I will give you 3 minutes. Read individually and silently.
CCQ

What will you do as you read?

After reading, what question are you going to do?

How much time do you have?

(Pass out the Reading worksheet) 

How’s everyone doing? Do you need more time?

Who is Marnie? Yes, an advisor in a magazine.

What is the letter A about?

T asks a student to get a main story for each letters.

So the tile would be ‘Good Marks. Bad Situation’

Continue asking through letter A – D.

Check the answers

Letter A : Good Marks. Bad Situation

Letter B : Does She Like Me?

Letter C : Love Triangle
Letter D : Test Nerves

2. Scanning for detailed information

Instructions : Read and answer the worksheet

(Get paired up with students)

All right! With your partner do the question #2 and #3. (5 minutes)

CCQ

Who are you working with?

Which questions are you going to do?

How much time do you have?

Check the answers

with flying colours : (did very well in a test .If you pass something with flying colours, you pass easily, with a very high mark or grade.)
paint the town red : wildly celebrate in public
hang out

make fun of me

nothing to do with me.

convince

make a real mass of it.
