	Aims: 
· To learn form of infinitive ( verb to + a base verb,  verb object to + a base verb, verb not to + a base verb) by asking question with worksheet.
· To learn how to use an infinitive in sentences by asking question and writing other students answers. 
· To improve speaking skill by talking to other students.
· To improve listening skill by listening to what other students say.


	Language Skills:
· Reading : a question on a worksheet 
· Listening : other student’s opinion 
· Speaking : asking questions to other students and giving advice
· Writing : giving advice for other students


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : practicing intonation when a student ask a question
· Lexis : the vocabulary used in worksheet

· Grammar: a form of infinitive [verb to + a base verb, verb not to + a base verb, verb object to + a base verb] 
· Discourse : asking questions to other students 


	Assumptions:
· Some of students know about an infinitive.
· All students like activities.
· All students are over 20 years old.
· Students already know how to do this activity.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 

· Some of students might have a difficulty in asking question.
· Let them repeat after me.
· Students may not understand what they have to do.
· Give more examples.
· Students may need more time to ask their question.
· Give 1 or 2 minutes more.
· Some of students may finish the task earlier than expected. 
· Let them ask their question to more students.

She says “Yes, I try to get an answer because I won’t be able to fall asleep.” / “No, I don’t try to get an answer because I’m not brave enough to ask.”
And you write down it on your worksheet.
For example, 

“She tries to get an answer because she won’t be able to fall asleep.” /  “She doesn’t  try to get an answer because she’s  not brave enough to ask.”
The point is asking more than 3 people and answering with your reason.

13. Have you ever lost a friendship 
      because one of you refused to forgive 
      the other person?
14. Is it possible for you not to express 
      your love, when you love someone?
We can find words in red. We call this form “ an infinitive-verb to + a base verb,  verb object to + a base verb, verb not to + a base verb”
You can use this form when you ask something, like we did. And for an explanation.
If you change some sentences to negative form, which one would it be?
Right, #1, 10, 12, 13
Good job.
And you can change verbs.

Let’s change some sentences.
Who’s going to try?
O.K. good job.

From now you need to write your opinion in the box on the worksheet.
You have to take an infinitive form.
I said earlier “I’m not brave enough to ask.” Do you remember?
You can write your opinion about that. 
For example, “you need to try more. Then it will be easier.”
