Students will learn to ask the position of things and answer the questions. They will be able to say “Where is ***?” and give an answer by using a proper preposition. They will also learn to use the phrases indicating position such as “in front of “and “next to”.
 


	Language Skills: 
Listening to the CD, speaking out what they’ve listen to, Talking  to each other(Asking & Answer)


	Language Systems:  
Phonology: Pronounce words correctly.

Lexis: Learn new words.
Grammar:  Learn to use prepositions and phrases to indicate positions.
Conversation: Ask “Where is ***?” and answer “it is~~~.”


	Assumptions: 
Students  have hard time understanding the meanings of prepositions. It will be easier for them to understand if the teacher shows the meanings using the combination of preposition(s) and thing. Example: On the desk, Under the table, in the box. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
 Students might use the wrong preposition when answering the question.
-Teacher points out  something and says, ”It’s on/ in/by/under the desk/chair/table.”
-Teacher points out an object and says, “Where is ***?”. Students will answer.
