- post-activity : create a story of a person using don’t and doesn’t




	Aims:
· to show and share ideas with grammar
· to learn the meaning of don’t and doesn’t
· to identify don’t and doesn’t actions
- to be familiar with the usage of each words




	Language Skills:
Speaking : brainstorming, eliciting, group discussion, class activity

Writing : post activity (creating a story)

Reading : reading the handouts

Listening : audio, teacher’s instruction




	Language Systems:

Grammar: verbs, present simple negative

Vocabulary: learned by reading handouts, listening to music video

Functions: giving opinions

Phonology: stress and intonation in the reading




	Assumptions:
· students are familiar with the atmosphere of class and classmates
· students already know how to use don’t and doesn’t
· students are accustomed to present simple negative verbs
· students are familiar with some typical redundancies in English



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Might feel uncomfortable with the difficulty of grammar.
=> ask students if they finished the activity. If necessary, explain it to them.

· Might get tired and bored of the grammar activity. 
=> get students involve in the classroom

· Might finish activity earlier than expected.
=> give some student’s presentation as the second follow up activity

· Might not understand how to do activities.
=> ask CCQs and show them demonstration

· might not know some vocabulary.
=> give definition and explanation briefly when they ask.

	Materials:

	whole class
	· greet students
· introduce today’s topic: present simple negative verbs (don’t & doesn’t)
· Brainstorm about the topic
1. write the topic on the board
2. ask students about the topic and give them time to think  = elicit
3. show examples

	Whole Class
	1. Music Video
· Fergie “Big Girls Don’t Cry”
· students will predict the meaning of the present simple negative by watching and listening to Fergie’s “Big Girls Don’t Cry”
2. Introduce the topic
· write it on the board
· elicit students 
· make a statement in the affirmative
=> “I live in Tokyo.”

· then make one in negative with don’t
=> “I don’t live in Tokyo”


	Task Realization

	Materials: 11 copies of each handouts (grammar examples)

	Whole class
	1. Introduce Present Simple Negative
=> third person singular

· make a statement bout a student, then make one in negative form using doesn’t
=> “Alex reads the New York Times. He doesn’t read People.”

- ask students to do the same by using information previously shared by their classmates. 




	Post Task

	Materials: 11 copies of handouts (yesterday’s ingredients)

	groups
	· do the handouts after students fully understood
· and check the answers
· game using don’t and doesn’t
=> teacher writes a sentence blank on the board and the team that gets the answer gets point

=> divide team by 3

=> call one person at a time
