	Aims:
· To know the difference between “you are sleeping” and “are you sleeping” by song
· To know how to make the “verb to be” interrogative sentences by teacher’s explanation

· To practice the “verb to be” interrogative sentences by answering CCQs and completing the worksheet A and B
· To practice speaking and listening by pair works and presenting individual opinion



	Language Skills:
· Reading: Reading worksheets to answer questions
· Writing: Answering the questions on the worksheets
· Speaking: Drilling, practicing activities and sharing ideas with classmates
· Listening: Listening to the song, teacher’s presentation, instruction, demonstration and classmates’ ideas



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Drilling
· Lexis: The verb to be
· Grammar: Usage of “verb to be” interrogative sentences
· Function: Understanding the “verb to be” interrogative sentences / answers and describing pictures
· Discourse: Conversation by using the “verb to be” interrogative sentences



	Assumptions:
Students already know how the class is set up and run.

Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
All students are 5th ~ 6th grade (Age 12~13) – Elementary school students
Students already have learned the “verb to be” affirmative sentence and negative 
sentence in a previous class.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students can’t understand the words wild or modest,
· Provide more examples and explanations.
· If some students have a hard time drilling,

· Give more chances to practice.
· If there is not enough time to complete the lesson,

· Assign the post activity writing task as homework.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than expected,
· Give more time on final activity.

T: Did you enjoy the song? The words are easy because they are 

repeated. The title and one of repeated words are “Are you

sleeping?”. What’s the difference between “Are you sleeping?” 

and “You are sleeping.”? Does anybody know? 

Ok, you are right. “Are you sleeping?” is the question. Today we

will learn about the “verb to be” interrogative sentence.

	1. General Understanding - the verb to be interrogative sentence
Instruction
(Eliciting)

T: How can we make the “verb to be” interrogative sentence?

  I’ll give you 2 minutes and discuss with your partner.

(After 2 minutes)

Demonstration
T: Do you have any idea? Oh, you are right.

We can make the “verb to be” interrogative sentence by changing 

the order of the subject and the “verb to be”.

Let’s take “you are sleeping” as an example. It’s an affirmative
sentence and in this sentence, the subject is you and the “verb to

be” is are. If we change the orders of you and are, we can make

the sentence “Are you sleeping?” and it’s an interrogative
sentence.

CCQ
To make the “verb to be” interrogative sentence, what should we 
change?

2. Practice
Instruction
T: I’ll show one picture and two words on each slide. There are total 7

slides in this PPT. You can make the “verb to be” interrogative
sentence by using the words. 
Demonstration
T: For example, look at the screen and slide #1.

 I can make this “verb to be” interrogative sentence, “Am I joyful?”.

 Am I right? It’s an easy work and you can do it.
CCQ
What will I show you?

How many slides are there?
What should you make?
T: Let’s answer together.
(Show slides.)
T: Good job. I think it’s too easy for you guys.
3. General Understanding - yes / no answers

Instruction
(Eliciting)

T: Anyway I’m sure you all understand how to make the “verb to be” 
interrogative sentence. Then, is it a closed question or open

question? Right, it’s a closed question. How can you answer this

question? I’ll give you 2 minutes and discuss with your partner.

(After 2 minutes)

Demonstration
T: Please tell me your opinion. How can you answer this question?
You are right. We can use yes or no depending on situation.

If you want to answer positively, the answer is “Yes, subject, the 

verb to be.” And if you want to answer negatively, the answer is

“No, subject, the verb to be plus not.”
For example, the question is “Are you sleeping?”
Positive answer is “Yes, I am.”
And negative answer is “No, I am not.”
(Write on the white board.) 
CCQ
What kind of question is the “verb to be” interrogative sentence?

If you want to answer positively, which word can you use?

The opposite?

4. Task A

Instruction
T: I’ll pass out the worksheet. There is one table and six questions 

on the worksheet A. Please refer to the table and answer the 

questions by using yes or no. You have 2 minutes and this is
individual task. 

(Pass out the worksheets.)

CCQ
How many questions are there on the worksheet?
How much time do you have?

Is it pair work?

T: You may begin.

(Run task.)

Feedback
T: Have you all finished?

(S: Yes -> Check the answers.
      No  -> Give 30seconds extra time.)

T: Let’s check the answers.
5. Dice Game
Instruction
T: We will play the dice game. I’ll give you a short explain. This is a
team play and we have three teams. First, roll the dice and check 
the number. Next move your piece for as many rooms as the dice 
number. And make the “verb to be” interrogative sentence by

using the words in the room and make both yes and no answer.
First round, number one for each team make question and 

number two make positive answer and number three, negative

answer. Of course the winner is the first team which arrive in the

finish room.
Demonstration

T: For example, if I get one, the question is “Are you sleepy?” and

the answers are “Yes, I am” and “No, I am not.”
One question and two answers. Are you with me?
CCQ
Is this a team play?

What is the first step for this game?
How many questions and answers should you make?
T: Let’s play dice!
(Play the dice game.)

Feedback
T: The winner is team A! Congratulation!
(Give winners cookies.)
