	Materials:
· Grammar lesson PPT file
· Computer, projector

· Girls Generation image teaser #2 ‘The Boys’
· Board, board markers

· 9 copies of Grammar worksheet


	Aims:
· Students will be able to get familiar with use of comparative and superlative sentences by solving the Girls Generation quiz and making their own sentences.
· Students will know some rules, details and form of comparatives and superlatives by teacher’s explanation, substitution table and simple drilling.

· Students will practice using comparative and superlative sentences by completing worksheet.

· Students will practice speaking and listening by sharing their description of something in the group, using comparative and superlative sentences.


	Language Skills:
· Reading : Sentences in the quiz, substitution table, questions on the worksheet 
· Listening : Answers to the quiz, sentences that other students made, sharing their description
· Speaking : Saying full sentences to the quiz, making and sharing sentences and description
· Writing : Completing the worksheet


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : Drilling
· Grammar : Use of comparatives and superlatives
· Function : Using comparatives and superlatives to describe their friends, family, etc.


	Assumptions:
· Students all know Girls Generation.
· Students know each other and are okay with working in groups.
· Students know the vocabulary used in this lesson.

· All 9 students will make it to class.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· May face technical error using computer
· Use characteristics of students to make up a quiz, by TPR method
· Use board and markers for description

· May run long or short of time

· Control the number of students to answer, ask the shy ones.

	Guided warmer activity
(Divide the class into three groups of three, number the student, write team 1, 2, 3 on the board for scoring)

Now we are going to have a little quiz time.  In your groups of three, you’ll come out here and line up facing the board.  Each slide I show you will have pictures of Girls Generation members, and a sentence describing them with a blank.  You’ll take turns, and whoever picks the right word from the box and says the full sentence first wins a point for the team.  Don’t worry even if you don’t know the group too well, just give it your best shot.  Shout out your team’s number if you are ready to answer.
Demonstration

We’ll do the first one together.  Anybody?  Yes, Sunny is shorter than Sooyoung.

Are you working alone or in groups?

Where do you get the words to fill in the blank?

What do you have to do to win a point?

(Get the students up, do the game, keep score on the board, hand out small prizes to the winners)

	Recall and Reflect

Did you enjoy the game?  What were the sentences describing?  What were we doing with the characteristics of the members?

(Try to elicit ‘comparing’ from the students)

Back in your groups of three, I will give you 3 minutes to discuss and come up with 5 sentences describing characteristics of yourselves, using similar sentences as the ones you’ve seen on the slides.

Demonstration

For example, if I make a couple of sentences with …, I could say….

CCQ

Are you working alone or in groups?

How many sentences do you have to make describing yourselves?

How much time do you have?

Go.

(Monitor the groups and encourage them to speak, answer any questions)

Do you need more time?

· Yes – give 30 more seconds
· No – have the groups share their sentences
Conclude

- Meaning and form
That was perfect.  Looks like you’ve all got the idea.  All of the sentences you just made have comparatives and superlatives.  

How many things can we compare when we use comparative?

(wait for students to answer)

We use comparative for comparing two things. 

How many things can we compare when we use superlative?

(Wait for students answers)
We use superlative for comparing three or more things.  
How does a word change, to become a comparative? 

(Use ‘short’ ‘happy’ ‘fluent’ as examples ( adding er, ier, more/less, usually comes with ‘than’)

How about superlative?

(Use ‘young’ ‘lovely’ ‘talented’ as examples ( adding est, iest, most/least, comes with ‘the’)

There are a few exception words that change completely as shown in the table.

- Substitution Table and drilling
Now listen, and repeat each sentence after me.
(go through each sentence with the whole class)

Look at the table, and try using different words to make sentences.  Comparative first, who would like to try?

(wait for students to answer, if no one volunteers pick a few to try)

Very good, now the superlatives?

(get a few students to try)

Excellent!!

Prepare – controlled & less controlled practice

I will be handing out a worksheet for you to do.  There are 7 questions on it.  After looking at the examples, you can discuss with your group if you want while working on them.  You have 3 minutes.
CCQ

How many questions do you do?

How many minutes do you have?

(hand out the worksheets, monitor the class and time, ask after 3 minutes)

Are you done?

· Yes – share the answers
