	Language Systems:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Instruction1

CCQ

Are you all getting the same schedule?
Can you answer the questions using your own table?

Instruction2

Now, when you get either Sam’s schedule or Sarah’s schedule, stand up and ask others if they have Sam’s schedule or Sarah’s schedule. Find someone who has a different schedule from you. For example, if you have Sam’s schedule, find someone who has Sarah’s, vice versa. Find a partner and answer the questions below the table. We have 9 people, so one person can just join any pair. Ask questions and give them an answer when asked. Then, write it down on your paper. I’ll give you about 3-4 minutes.
CCQ

What do you do first when you get the paper?

After you find a partner, what do you need to do?

(Students find their partners and work together)

Walk around and monitor them if they are doing okay. Help them out if they need a hand. 

Check answers
Have students write the answers on the board. Each student answers one question. One side will be answers for Sam’s schedule, and the other side will be for Sarah’s. Let students check their answers individually.
