	Aims:

· Students will learn and understand the use of tag questions.
· Students will practice their grammar rules by using the realia.

· Students will be able to apply tag questions to the realia.

· Students will get used to use tag questions by speaking with their classmates.




	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read the relia and worksheets.

· Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s demonstration and the conversation of classmates.
· Speaking: Students will practice by answering their worksheets and sharing group work with other students.

· Writing: none to discuss
 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: drilling of  pronunciation and intonation related with the content.
· Lexis: none to discuss
· Grammar: the explaining of tag questions.

· Function: the correct use of tag questions in appropriate situation.

· Discourse: doing group work by answering the blank of worksheet.




	Assumptions:

· Students already have known about tag questions.

· Students have confused the right usage of tag questions.
· Students already have known the style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· Students can follow the teacher’s instruction and speak English but not very well.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand the rules of grammar.
→ Teacher  gives students more examples.
· Students may not know the instructions well

→ Teacher  suggests  students CCQs again.

· If it is necessary for students to have more time in finishing activities
    → Teacher gives students more time to finish their activities.
· If  Students finish their work earlier 
→  Teacher gives students  more tasks or SOS activity prepared.

	T: Hello, everyone? How are you today? (Students greet back)
You guys look somewhat tired, don’t you? I think, maybe it’s because of preparing micro teaching. 
OK, then, let’s start today’s lesson.

Do you guys heard of tag questions?

Today, I’ll explain grammar skills of tag questions to you.

	Students listen carefully and guess  the usage of tag questions.
	T: You guys have to get to know these points in this class. 

First, do you know how to use tag question? 
Secondly, when do you use it?
Guess about this and answer it.

(Show students the realia(ppt. p.1) and have individuals answer the questions.)

Christina, can you guess?

(After she answers it)

OK, good, Christina.

T: OK, I’ll give you 2 minutes and you can make a sentence using tag question individually..

(Show students the realia(ppt. p.2)
For example, 

-Sol is very cute, isn’t she?

-Rachel  has a daughter, doesn’t she? 
Like this, you can make a sentence using tag questions.

Before making a sentence, I’ll ask you some CCQs.
CCQs:

-What’s the point of today’s class?

-How much time do you have?

-What are you going to do?

-Will you work individually?

T: OK, then, let’s start.

(After 2 minutes, have students share their sentence)
T: Did you finish?

Then, Tell us your sentence.
OO, you go first & you guys take turn.
(After presenting sentences)
OK, you did a good job.

Now, let’s check the rules of tag questions.

	Students guess the blank which teacher suggested and listen carefully to the explanation of teacher.
Students guess the usage of intonation and listen to the explanation of teacher.

Students guess the blank of a sentence looking the pictures  and answer it.
	T: OK, then, do you know the rules to construct tag questions?
Here are two ways of rules.

(Show students the realia(ppt. p.3))
-  (1) statement +negative tag question 

- negative statement + (2) tag question

T: Do you know what is going to be in

this blank? Rachel, can you guess No.(1) and No.(2)?
(Have a student answer it)
OK, you are right, Rachel.
As you guess it, it’s two ways to construct tag questions.

 First, when statement is positive, then, use negative tag question.

This is the example.

(Show students the realia(ppt. p.4).)
-You like my present, don’t you?
Second, when you use negative statement, positive tag question should follow.

For instance,

(Show students the realia(ppt. p.4).)
-You didn’t buy a present yet, did you?

T: OK, these are two ways to make sentences using tag question.

Then, I’m going to ask some CCQs.

CCQs:

-How many ways are there to construct tag questions?

-If the statement is positive, What will you use for tag question?

-If the statement is negative, What will you use for tag question?

T: OK, I think all of you understand the rules of tag questions.

T:When using tag questions, intonation is very important. You can use falling intonation or rising intonation
(Show students the realia(ppt. p.5), written with ‘rising intonation’ and ‘falling intonation’)
-First, asking for confirmation of something that is known.
(Show students the realia(ppt. p.5))

Which intonation do we have to use?

(Have a student answer it, pointing her out.)  

Sophia, can you guess it?
OK, Sophia, you are right.

-Second, when it is uncertain of the answer

(Show students the realia(ppt. p.5))

Which intonation do we have to use?

(Have a student answer it, pointing her out.)  

Lisa, can you guess it?
OK, Lisa, you are right.

(Show students the realia(ppt. p.6))

Then, to check information, repeat after me.

-First, it’s the case of confirmation

“You like my present, don’t you?

(Read with a falling intonation showing students the realia(ppt. p.7))


-Second, It’s the case of uncertain
“You didn’t buy a present yet, did you?”
(Read with a rising intonation showing students the realia(ppt. p.7))
Now, I think you can distinguish falling  and rising intonation of tag question.
I’ll ask two CCQs.

CCQs:

-When asking for confirmation, how is your intonation?

-When it is uncertain, how is your intonation?

T: OK, you guys did a great gob.
Now, let’s make a sentence of tag question looking at this realia.(ppt. p.8)
This is the example(ppt. p.8).

You can fill the blank like this. 
There are three types of blank which you have to fill out.

Let’s do it for 5 minutes.

OO, you answer it first, and you guys go around.
Before starting activities, I’ll ask CCQs

CCQs:

-How much time do you have?

-Showing these pictures, what will you do?

Pass the 9 worksheets to the students.

T: This is the sentences at the realia. You can guess the blank while other students answer it.
OK, are you ready?

Then, let’s start.

(Show students the pictures(ppt.p.11)).
OO, you go first and all of you go around.
(After she answers, point out next person)

OK, it’s finished.

Then, let’s do last activities.

CCQs:

-After making a dialogue, what will you do?

-Do you work in pairs?

-How much time do you have?

-In a dialogue, how many times will you exchange roles at least?

(After 5 minutes)

Have you finished?

OK, you guys did a great job today.

I hope you to understand the usage of tag questions.
Then, tomorrow, let’s start next chapter.
