-This song’s message is to warn children that they must not cry. 
If children cry, Santa Claus will not give them presents.

-So you can use ‘had better’ when you warn somebody that they must do something.

-If the advice is not followed, something bad will happen.

-For example, when someone says to me “You had better get to the airport by five.” It means, if I don’t get there by five, I will miss the flight.

-Like this case, this form is used to give strong advice.

-If I don’t get to the airport by five, will it affect my next situation? (Y)

-How? Something good will happen to me? (N)

☞ Form

-‘Had better’ form is ‘had better’ plus the infinitive without ‘to’.

-(Write down the form ‘S + had better + infinitive’)
-Do you guys notice something strange in the form?

-Yes, ‘had’ is the past form of ‘have’.

  Although ‘had’ means past, we use ‘had better’ to give advice about the present or future.

-How can we use the negative form?

-Yes, the negative form is ‘had better not’ plus the infinitive without ‘to’. 

-(Write down the form ‘S + had better not + infinitive’)
