	Speaking Lesson Plan – A ticket to a concert


	Instructor: Ms. Anna Lee
	Level: Upper intermediate
	Students: 9
	Length: 35 minutes


	Materials:
· Speaking lesson PPT file
· Computer, projector

· Beyonce I AM… World Tour DVD teaser 1
· Role cards

· 9 copies of invitee profile sheet


	Aims:
· Students will get familiar with some useful vocabulary and expression by actively participating in the game.
· Students will practice coming up with a short speech, persuading someone to give them what they need by providing reasons and expressing how much they want it. 
· Students will have a chance to say their practiced speech, and listen to other people to get the gist of their stories.
· Students will decide on the ranking of the roles based on their opinions and have a chance to verbally discuss their reasoning and possible differences in small groups as well as in class. 


	Language Skills:
· Reading : Answer in the quiz, understanding the role cards. 
· Listening : Listening to what the interviewees are saying about themselves carefully so that they can decide on sensible ranking.  Also sharing their opinions about difference in ranking.
· Writing : Jotting down important points about other roles on the profile sheet.

· Speaking : Speaking to persuade the other person that they need the ticket to the concert, and giving reasoning behind their ranking in groups as well as in class.


	Language Systems:
· Lexis : Learning meanings of vocabulary and expressions by playing the game.
· Function : Trying persuasion up to certain degree of desire.

· Discourse : Asking someone to give them the ticket, and also sharing their opinions about who should get to go to the concert and who shouldn’t.


	Assumptions:
· Students all know Beyonce
· Students have been to concerts

· Students know each other and are okay with working in groups.
· All 9 students will make it to class.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· May face technical error using computer
· Use characteristics of students to make up a quiz, by TPR method
· Use board and markers for description

· May run long or short of time

· Control the number of students to answer, ask the shy ones.

	You will be facing a person in charge of promoting this concert shortly, and you are going to persuade him/her to give you one of the three tickets he/she is holding.  But before we get into that, we are going to play a little game to learn some of the vocabulary and expression.  I am not going to explain them, you are going to learn them by yourselves by playing.
Guessing meanings of vocabulary and expressions
(divide the class into three groups of three, number the student, write team 1, 2, 3 on the board for scoring)

One person from each group will stand up, and shout out team’s number when she is ready to answer.  The slide I am going to show you will have a word or an expression at the top and a picture to help you to guess what it means.  There will be two possible answers at the bottom, so guess the answer and answer by reading out the meaning ‘----- means -------.’  You may not know what they mean, but just take your best shot by looking at the picture.

We’ll do the first one together.  Anybody?

(get the students up, do the game, keep score on the board, hand out small prizes to the winners)

	Preparing for an interview
Now you are familiar with the words and expressions you may come across, I will be handing out those role cards to you.  Each role card has a description of a person, and I want you to first read and learn the general idea about the person – almost memorize so that you won’t have to look at the paper while you are talking.  On your own, I want you to think about what you are going to say about yourself, to win the ticket to Beyonce’s concert.  Some of you want the ticket badly, some of you not so much.  You could expand on what’s on the role cards.  You have two minutes.

(hand out the role cards. give 1 minute 30 seconds)

30 more seconds~  Wrap up your thoughts please.

Inverview
Now everyone will get out of their seat, and move around the class and interview one person at a time, ask them who they are and why they want the ticket to the concert.  Using this profile sheet, you will listen to your interviewee and jot down the important facts.  Then you will rank each person individually, including the role you are playing yourself.  1 is the person that must go to the concert and 9 is the person that does not need to go to the concert.  I will give you 15 minutes.

What does rank no. 1 mean?  What about 9?

(monitor the students and jump in for any correction or to answer questions)

Back in your groups of three, I want you guys to look at each other’s profile sheet and compare the ranking.  Discuss the differences and the reasoning behind your choice of ranking, and come up with final group ranking.  Make sure each person takes a turn to speak, encourage and ask each other for their opinions and ideas.  You have 3 minutes.

Are you working alone or in groups?
What do you have to come up with in the end?
How many minutes do you have?

Okay, time’s up!  Let’s share your group rankings..

(let each group share their rankings.  if any group is different, ask a couple of students to explain their choice)

Conclude lesson

So, how did you like the activity?  You tried persuasion, ranking and discussion about the different ranking.  You all did a great job speaking to each other, have a great day and see you next time. 
	


Role A : A senior in high school
You are a senior in high school, who’s on summer holiday right now.  Your parents let you go to one concert a year, and you are extremely thrilled that Beyonce is coming to perform at a perfect timing.  You have been working very hard at school and you feel that you really deserve this.  This concert will give you the energy to go on till you face the college entrance exam.

Role B : A mother of three children

You used to be a hip girl before you got married and had three children, you used know how to party and have fun.  You used to love dancing to Beyonce songs and she’s coming to Korea!  Forget the kids, forget the husband, you just have to go to this concert.  You need to let loose and get rid of your stress otherwise you might end up taking it out on your children, and this is a perfect chance.

Role C : The president of Beyonce fan club

No one deserves to see Beyonce in action more than you.  You have dedicated yourself to love and support her, and here finally is a chance to see her in person!  You are already prepared with banners, signs and lights to boost up her concert and you are heavily involved in marketing the concert.  Beyonce’s concert is for her fans, and you are THE president of the fan club – it only makes sense that you go.

Role D : A magazine reporter

You are a reporter who is interested to see what the fuss is all about.  You are famous for sharp criticism when it comes to international celebrities, and Beyonce is a top level celebrity that you must go to see to analyze.  After all, Beyonce has been around for so many years already, haven’t we seen it all yet?  How great can she be?  To be honest, your all-time favorite is Mariah Carey.
Role E : Mr. Kim

You are an ordinary guy in early 40s.  You are getting tired of your everyday life – working, being hassled by your boss and your wife, worrying about the future – and suddenly a poster comes into your sight.  You have been a fan of Beyonce ever since she started out as a singer god knows how long ago, and you cannot believe she’s actually coming to Korea.  You feel as though everything is going to be fine if you can go to this concert and see the queen for real.

Role F : A crazy fan from New York
You are 100% sure that there is no one who loves Beyonce more than you do.  You have been following her every step ever since she left the US for her world tour, and this is the 14th time you are seeing her in a concert.  This is also the first time visiting Korea, but that does not really matter, you are happy as long as you are where she is.  You are going to make sure you see all of her concerts in this tour, just to prove that you truly are her no. 1 fan.
Role G : Miss Kim

You have seen many concerts, and you are not particularly fond of Beyonce, but your boyfriend is crazy about her.  You promised to get the tickets for your boyfriend’s birthday, but you think the tickets are so overpriced and you would rather spend the money on other things.  You really like your boyfriend and don’t want to see him disappointed, but the thought of him yelling and cheering for Beyonce at the concert makes you feel very uncomfortable.  You wonder if your boyfriend may want to see Eminem instead.
Role H : An old lady

You have no idea who Beyonce is, but your grandchildren seem to get psyched about her so you would like to see what her concert is like.  You are thinking about asking your grandchildren to let her listen to a few of her hit songs before she goes to the concert, and you might buy a couple of matching T-shirts on the day to wear with your grandchildren.  How fun would it be, a nice quality time with your precious babies!  You will be the cool granny who hangs with her teenage grandchildren.

Role I : A bored teenager
You have been grounded by your parents for not doing your homework, and you are bored to death at home.  Another week of no going out awaits, and you ask your friend to get you a ticket to Beyonce’s concert.  You are not the biggest fan of her, but you like her enough and your parents know what a famous singer she is so you believe they would have to let you go.  Just the thought of getting out of the house, singing and dancing and hanging out with your friend excites you.  You might even sneak out of the concert to see the movie you’ve been wanting to see for weeks.
