	Aims:
· To be able to say what their sons or daughters are like 
· To understand jobs and personalities to match up their sons or daughters with someone compatible
· To be able to add some extra information to their sons or daughters



	Language Skills:
· Reading: reading an information card
· Writing : making a small note about potential matches, writing a name of 
              their sons or daughters and the perfect match for them on the board
· Speaking: talking about their sons and daughters, asking questions
· Listening : listening to what others have to say about their children



	Language Systems:
· Function: Finding a match for their sons and daughters
· Discourse: dialogue

· Lexis: matchmaking



	Assumptions:
· Students know most words in the information cards
· Students can have a basic daily conversation



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might not know what matchmaking is
· Explain it to them and make sure they understand
· Students might not understand some of the words or phrases in the information cards. 
· Elicit from them first and tell them what they mean if they still don’t know
· There’s odd number of students
· Make sure one of the students is not left out and talks to others

	Reading and adding information to the cards
Instruction 1
Now, every one of you will be a mother of either a son or a daughter. And you want to find a good wife or husband for them. I’ll be giving you a small piece of paper that says about your son or daughter. It states their names, jobs and personalities. After you receive the information card, take a minute to get to know about your son and daughter. Read through and raise your hand if you have any questions.

What do you do when you have a question?

Instruction 2

So everyone has an idea what your child is like now, Yes? Based on information you have on your son and daughter, please add one or two extra information. It has to be related to the information you have. You can’t add ‘my son is shy’ when the card says ‘your son is confident’. Right? So please take a minute or two to add more information in the cards. 
(Monitor students and check if they are doing okay and done)

	Instruction 3
You’ll be given a blank paper. As you walk around and talk to a mother of potential match for your son and daughter, make a small note of what their sons and daughters are like so that you can decide who the best match for your child is. Maybe do a little rating next to their names, too. Give them a star or number. Now, please get out of your seats and mingle around and talk to each other. Ask if they have a son or daughter. You don’t want to talk to someone who has a daughter when you have a daughter.  Find about their names, personalities, and hobbies. Find out about them as much as you can.

	Share decisions and thoughts
(Let students finish up and have them sit down.)
Did everyone get to talk to the mothers of your son and daughter’s potential match? Did you find the perfect match? Now, take a minute to think about who the perfect match would be for your son and daughter. 

After that, come on up and write your son or daughter’s name and the perfect match for them. And we’ll see if we have any matches. 
(Students write names on the board and see the results.)

If there are any matches, ask students why they would be a good match. Discuss a little bit. 

Conclude lesson
