	Target Vocabulary: 

 head, legs, shoulders, knees, ears, toes
         (The parts of body)



	Target Sentences                         
Q: How many ears/heads/knees…..do you have in your body? 
                 A: I have one/two/ten _______in my body.



	Materials:
               Worksheets with body pictures and names #18(copies)
    Pictures for eliciting #18(copies)
    Flash cards and tape
    Animal toys and dolls.



	Aims/Objectives:
1 Main aim: Students will be able to know how many parts of body they have by singing and playing Simon says game.
2 Secondary aim: Students will be able to express his/her body through engaging in touching activities.

3 Personal aim: I want to improve on my skill ‘ICQ delivery’ and students-centered lesson.



	Assumptions:
Students already know :

              -How to express their body such as nose, face, finger etc.
            -Most students have been doing similar activities & songs.
             -All students are familiar with term, ‘stand up, sit down’ belong to simple vocabs.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students may not be able to follow the sentences easily.
→Let them be familiar with some sentences through Simon says game.

Students may not be able to pick up answers properly.

→Show more examples using toys and dolls’ bodies.

Students may need more practice to express details related to bodies.

→Sing a song together with gestures such as head &shoulder changing speed slowly and quickly.

Individually
	Greeting
-T: Hello, everyone.

-S: Hi, Mrs.__________.

-T: (Points to a student) How are you today?

-S: I am okay.

-T: Good

-S: (Various answers)

-T; (Points to a student who responded “Not good.”)

     What’s the problem with you? You look very tired.

     Everyone copy me please. (Do simple exercises using parts of body)
Eliciting
-Show some dolls and ask which parts of them they want to resemble.
T: Why do you think her or his hands look good?

S: Because they look cute.

T: That’s right. You all have cute tiny hands too.

-To elicit today’s lesson “how many…?” Let students express their opinions about dolls related to body’s parts.

	In pairs
	Eliciting
-T: Look this is a dog. It has four legs, two ears and one nose.
     Who can speak like this using this car?

-S1: The car has four wheels.

-S2: It also has two eyes.

-T: Good. Then let’s talk about our own amazing body.

Presentation
I will hand out worksheets related to our body and please match with correct number. I will give 5min. Match with your partner next you.

After that make two sentences with these basic sentences.
(Show basic sentences on the board followings)

Q: How many ears/heads/knees…..do you have in your body? 

 A: I have one/two/ten _______in my body.
CCQ
T: Do they have two noses?

S: No, they have one nose.

T: Do they have ten fingers?

S: Yes, they do.
T: Does he have two eyes?

S: Yes, he does.

T: Does she have one hand?

S: No, she has two hands.



	Main Activity

	Materials: worksheet(music), Beam project(Song)


	Time

	12min.

	In a big circle
	Eliciting
Before we start singing a song we can make gestures with touching body.
T: Where is your nose?

S: Here in my face.(touch nose with hands)

T: Where are your knees?

S: Here are they. (bending  toward knees)

Demonstration
T: Now, it’s time to sing a song with hands touching bodies according to song’s directions. (Point to two students and have them act first in front of classmates.) You did a good job.
 Instructions
T: Let’s make one big circle. (Turn on the screen using beam project)

T: First you are going to make only gesture without song and next you are going to sing a song ‘Head & Shoulders’ with gesture.
T: Repeat again getting faster and faster three times.

ICQs:

T: What are you going to do first?

S: We are going to make a gesture.

T: And then what’s next?

S: We are going to sing a song with gesture.

T: How many times do you sing a song?

S: Three times the way of faster and faster.

T: when I say ‘go’ are you going to start to sing a song?

S: Yes.

Monitor actively.

Interact with students.
Give speed warning. Faster than before.

Instructions
Time is up.

Now go back to your seats.

Excellent job you did.

(prepare next game)

	In three groups
	Eliciting
Next step is to enjoy playing game.

T: Can you follow my instructions?

   I will say “touch your nose.”  You don’t move at all.

   When I say “Sophia says touch your nose.” You move following my instructions.
Demonstration
T: Today we all play the game ‘ Change Simon says into Sophia says’
     Is there any volunteer to show how to play the game?

S1: Me. I have experienced once before.
T: Good. Come up here and move followed by my instructions.

(Show examples to students)

T: Touch your nose. 
S1: (Stand still.)
T: Shophia says stomp your feet.

 S1: students move to teacher’s instruction.
Instructions
We are going to play Sophia says game.

I will give 2min. in groups.

If you fail to move or stop during the game you can go back to your seats.

(Make groups of three)

Which team will be winner? Yes, group which more students left compare to others.

ICQs:

T: What are you going to do?

S: We are going to play ‘Sophia says game’.

T: How long does it take?

S: It takes 2min. each group.

T: Are you going to move before I say “go”?

S:No,

T: Are you going to move when I say “go”?

S: Yes.

(Monitor actively.)
Setting time with alarm watch.

Give directions quickly or one leader belongs to each group conduct giving instructions instead of teacher.)

TTT
You all did a good job indeed.
Are you confident with using the sentences?
S: Yes.

T: Great. Let’s move on to next step.
