	Aims/Objectives:
Students will know the words about a few of body parts

Students will be able to ask and answer by using target sentences.

Teacher’s aim :

Do chant more actively.

Encourage students more naturally and often.


	Assumptions:

Students already know terms like eyes, ears, mouth and nose, and can point them correctly.
Students can draw their bodies.
Students sing ‘Hello song’ and ‘Good bye song’ in every class.

Students already know how to count from one to ten in English.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students may not answer in full sentence, or just point without saying.
>Encourage them to answer in full sentence.

Students cannot match body parts to its terms.
>Show demonstration.

If the lesson finishes early

>Do chant again.

	1 min
	In a horse shoes.


	Let students all stand up.
Hi, every one!

Nice to see you again.

Play the Audio. 
‘Hello Song’ is played.
(Lyrics)

Hello! Hello!
Hello, how are you.

I’m fine. I’m Okay.

I hope that you are too. X2
Good Job, everybody.

	In a horse shoes or in  rows
	We studied about a few of face parts last time, right?
Can you remember that?

If Ss can answer

Wow, you’re right. Can you tell me some of them?
If Ss cannot answer

Oh, I’ll help you to bring back your memory.

Please look at this chart again.

I’ll go first, and please repeat after me.

Eliciting

How can we see mothers with which body parts?
Ss A – Eyes!
We have two eyes. (Pointing)

(Ss repeat)

Which body part makes us listen to music?

Ss A – Ears!

We have two ears. (Pointing)

(Ss repeat)

We smell flowers with~?

Ss A – a Nose!

We have one nose. (Pointing)

(Ss repeat)

An alligator has a big ~?

Ss A – a Mouth!

We have one mouth. (Pointing)

(Ss repeat)

Excellent, every one.

Then where is a mouth on your body?

Ss answer “A mouth is here.”
Good

Then where are ears on your body?

Ss answer “Ears are here.”
Great

Then where is a nose on your body?

Ss answer “A nose is here.”
Very Good

Then where are eyes on your body?

Ss answer “Eyes are here.”
Way to go!

We have all of them! (Clapping)

We can move to the next parts!

Let’s do Body Parts!



	Main Activity

	Materials: 
Board, Magnets, Body pictures, Video materials

	Time
	Set Up
	Procedure/Teacher Talk

	10 min

	In a horse shoes or in  rows
	Eliciting

Which part is placed on the top of your body?

Point them.

Ss point their heads. (Some students might not be able to do.)

Which part is placed on the middle of your leg?

Point them.

Ss point their knees. (Some students might not be able to do.)

That’s right! Today, we are going to learn the name of those parts.
Let’s learn about ‘Body parts’.
Show them the body picture. (with demonstrations)
Wow, we have a whole body now!

This is head.

We all have a head. (Pointing at the chart or a teacher’s one)

These are shoulders.

We all have two shoulders. (Pointing at the chart or a teacher’s one)

These are knees.

We all have two knees. (Pointing at the chart or a teacher’s one)

These are toes.

We all have ten toes. (Pointing at the chart or a teacher’s one)

Short reviewing

Teacher sometimes can give a question to some students personally, especially to students who cannot concentrate well.

Can you tell me where your head is?

Where is your head? 
Ss answer – Here is head.

Can you tell me where your toes are?

Where are toes? 

Ss answer – Here are toes.

Can you tell me where your knees are?

Where are knees? 

Ss answer – Here are knees.

e.g.) Sue, can you tell me where your shoulders are?

Where are your shoulders? 

Ss answer – Here are my shoulders.

Excellent, everyone! 

Let’s do this one more, but do with the chant.

Play the video.(It takes about 3:40)

Did you have fun? Great Job, everybody! (Clapping)


	Post Activity

	Materials: 
Sheets of paper, Colored pencils , Board, Magnets, Face chart, Body chart

	Time
	Set Up
	Procedure/Teacher Talk

	10 min

	Individual.
	Give them drawing paper and colored pencils out.
Let’s draw your body and face, and write where the body parts are.

Show them an example of drawing body.

Before you do, please look at this chart.

I drew my body like this. I have two eyes… knees..et cetera.
I wrote the word we’ve learned today.

Draw your body at this time!

Moving around, teacher has a word with them in private.

Cheer them up, and praise them.

If the student does not know how to write the words, teacher can point the chart hanged on the board or do demonstration again.
Do time warming


	Wrap-Up

	Materials: Audio materials

	2 min
	Whole Class (In a big circle)

	Let’s review briefly.
I’ll ask you one more time. If I say the words, you point where it is. Do you understand?

Ask them with the words what they learn today at random.

e.g.) Shoulders! knees! head! toes!

All of you have done great job today.
Show your picture to your family, when you go back to your home.

Let’s sing good bye song!

(Lyrics)

Good bye, Good bye.

Good bye my friend

Good bye to you.

See you again. X2
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
