	Aims:

Main aim: Enable students to learn about a rule of article in story by having students fill in the blanks using “a”, “an”, “the”.
Secondary aim: Students will practice how to use the articles by writing a story.
Personal aim: I want to improve my accuracy and I want to send out papers faster to save time.


	Language Skills:

Speaking: Students will practice speaking by having conversations with other students about making a story and filling in the worksheet.
Listening: Students will practice listening by listening to a story reading from other students.

Reading: Students will practice reading by read a work sheet and story.

Writing: Students will practice writing by writing a story.


	Language Systems:
Phonology: Students will practice /a/, /t/ by reading a story.
Function: Students will write a story.

Lexis: Students will know the meaning of the definite and indefinite article.

Grammar: Students will fill in the blanks using the article.

Discourse: Students will see a picture and make two related sentences using the rule of articles.


	Assumptions:

1. Some students are confused about using the article properly.
2. All students are upper intermediate.
3. Students know the teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.
4. Students know how the class is set up and run.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Students may not be able to follow the rules of the article
· Follow the feedback circle- go back to the examples and demonstrate again. 
Students may need more time to write a story.
· Give students 1 more minute to finish their writings.
If time is short.
· Cut the post activity discussion short and only ask one student.
If there is more time than expected.
· Give students SOS activity worksheet.

Listen to the teacher.
	Hello everyone? How was your week? Have you heard the story about an Asian woman who visited the United States? This woman was traveling the United States and she needed a place to stay so she checked into a hotel. After she unpacked her belongings she wanted to go shopping so she called a bell boy and she said, can you call me taxi? But the bell boy just stood there without any words. The woman thought her voice was not clear so she said it again. Can you call me taxi? Can you guess what the bell boy said? O.K. Miss. Taxi. 
(Board- Can you call me ---- taxi?) What word is missing in this sentence? In this case “a” is missing.
(Attach 3 cards on board) What do we call these? Ar-ti-cle. What is an article? Basically an article is an adjective that modify nouns. If we do need an article when should we use “a”, “an”, and “the”? Definite article “the” is used when it refers to a specific or particular noun. If I say let’s read the book, I mean the specific book. And the indefinite article “a/an” is used when it refers to non-specific or non- particular members of a group. If I say let’s read a book, I mean any book. I don’t have one in my mind. I just saw the most popular movie of the year. There are many movies but only one particular movie is the most popular. Therefore we use “the”. I would like to go see a movie. Here are talking about any movie so we use “a”. There are many rules of using article rather than the one we just went through. Since we don’t have enough time to study and memorize all that in 30 minutes, let’s begin with the use of articles in stories. Can you read this first sentence out loud? What is the noun in this sentence? Monkey takes “a” but only it is introduced for the first time. Can you read the second sentence? After the noun monkey is introduced we use “the” in every instance. Can you read these two sentences? Great. In this rule, “a/an” is used for previously unknown nouns that are being introduced in a story. And “the” is used for noun that have already introduced. So, I can ask you to buy “a” pen and then several hours later I can ask you if you bought “the” pen.
