	Materials:
· “Complete the sentence on the left by finding the matching sentence/s on the right” worksheet (10 copies)
· Listening CD & CD player (Track 1~2; about 1 min 30 seconds each)
· Listening worksheet (10 copies)
· Worksheet in which students create their own “On My Mind…” (10 copies)

· A picture of each student (to put on “On My Mind…” worksheet)

· One picture each of the two actresses featured in “On My Mind…”
· White board, board markers & tape



	Aims: 

· To learn a variety of ways to express one’s favorite item, other than the most commonly-used expression - “I like….”
· To practice listening to an interview made by a Hollywood actress
· To be able to pick up details from real-life talk by answering questions on the
worksheet

· To learn how to write by creating their own “On My Mind…” page

· To practice speaking by discussing about their favorite items with group members



	Language Skills:
· Reading:  “Complete the sentence on the left by finding the matching sentence/s on the right” will introduce different ways to say “I like…”
· Listening:  Two actresses talk about their favorite things, and why they like

them.  Students will have to listen carefully, in order to remember who said
what in completing their worksheets

· Speaking:  Group discussion session on “Favorite Items” 
· Writing:  creating student’s own “On My Mind…” page to practice what they have learned


	Language Systems:
· Phonology:  listening to real-life, conversational sentences
· Lexis:  numerous ways to say “I like...” – without the use of “like” in their

sentences

· Grammar:  interaction of words through the usage of present and past tenses.

· Function:  self-PR by revealing their “favorites list”
· Structure:  usage of subordinate conjunction  like “because” in a sentence



	Assumptions:
· Students can speak and write in English well enough to complete the worksheets

· All ten member of the class are young female students, so they should be more or less familiar with the fashion trend and the brands mentioned by actresses 
· The students know the teacher’s method and style of teaching



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may have more difficulty listening to a “conversational dialogue,”
as compared to listening to someone “reading” a paragraph. 
→  Have them listen to the tracks again, to be followed by “pause-play-pause-play” of each favorite item mentioned by the actress, in order to have the students grasp the details of the content better (task-feedback circle, and “chunking” of the listening).
· Students may require more time to write their own “On My Mind…”
→ Be more flexible with time, by giving them 3 more minutes.  In such a case, 
post-activity discussion time should be shortened.  Have only 2~3 students read out their “On My Mind…” worksheets.
· If the students should finish earlier than expected 
→ Then have them share their opinions about the items on the Actresses’ “On My Mind…” list, to see whether they also like some of the items mentioned by these celebrities.

	Materials:  Whiteboard

	 Procedure:

Hello everyone, how have you been?  Do you girls all like to go shopping?  And what are some of your favorite items to shop for?  How about the kind of food you like the most?  And why do you happen to like these things – is there a specific reason?
(Elicit some answers from students and write them on the board)

Alright, we are going to listen today to two Hollywood actresses who were interviewed by “In Style” magazine about their favorite things/persons in life, and why they couldn’t live without them.  But before we begin, we will first do a matching exercise.


	Pre - Activity

	Materials:  Blown-up Pictures of the two Hollywood Actresses, Board, ““Complete the sentence on the left by finding the matching sentence/s on the right” worksheet

	 Procedure:

I.“Complete the sentence on the left by finding the matching sentence/s on the right” 
Instruction
Work individually.  Read the words on the left and complete the phrase by finding the matching sentence/s  (on the right) - which are comments made by the actresses on their favorite things/person.  You will have 4 minutes to complete.
(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration
Write down Sentence #1 (on the left), which reads “My beauty essential is…”  Then read out loud the sentence “C” (on the right) which completes this phrase - “The eye shadow palettes from “Too Faced,” because they label which shades work best for day, night, and natural looks.”  Afterwards, put down “C” in the empty slot next to #1.
CCQ
Are you doing the worksheet alone or in a group?

What is the time allowed for this worksheet?

What do you have to write in the empty box next to the number on the left?

Monitor the class.  Answer any questions asked.  Inform the students about time when they have only 30 more seconds.
If any student needs more time, be flexible and give 1 more minute.

Check answers:  let a student write on the board, the correct alphabet  that match each number (#1 has already been answered by teacher).  Check to see her answers are correct.
-Review the correct answers one by one

-Elicit the reason/s why they chose their answers from students

-Explain further, if necessary, about the sentences on the right
II. Identifying the Speakers

Instructions
Look at the pictures of the two actresses whose interviews you will hear today.  Do you know who they are?  In what movies or TV dramas have you seen them in? How are their characters portrayed on TV or in the movies?  What do you think they are like in real life?  Can you recognize their voices right away when you listen to them? 
Point to each photo of the actress on the board one by one.

Do not inform the students which actress’s interview they will be hearing first.

Elicit vocabulary commonly used when describing someone’s personality/character.

Check whether you can recognize the actresses correctly when you listen to them speak in the CD.

	 Procedure:

1.Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)

Instructions
Put your pens down.  Close your eyes, and try to relax.  Listen carefully to the two actresses.  Try to match the voice and conversational style of each actress.  Listen and get the general idea or  feeling for what you should pay attention to.

CCQ
Are you ready to take notes?

What are you supposed to think about and find out as you listen?

(Play tracks 1 and 2 without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes → Have them listen one more time.

· No → Have them share their thoughts on what they

         have  just heard.
What do you think about speaker No.1?  

What do you think about speaker No.2?

Direct the attention to the photos of the actresses on the wall again.

So, can you guess which one of these two actresses is speaker No. 1?
Check how many students made the right guess in matching the voice to the face.

→ Notice how instinct plays a role here, especially if some students are not familiar with these actresses.
2.  Listening for Details
Instructions
Now listen to the actresses one by one this time.  Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen.  Work individually.

CCQ
Do you know exactly what you are supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play track 1.

Let students write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

· Yes → Play track 1 again.

· No → Play track 2.

(Follow the same cycle until finished with track 2)

Now compare the answers with your group members.  Select one person from each group (2 groups) to come forward and write down the answers.  Group 1 writes down the answers for Actress No. 1, and Group 2 does so for Actress No. 2.
Check the answers altogether after the representatives are done writing the answers for each group.
Listen to tracks 1 & 2 one last time.

If any mistakes are detected as you listen to the tracks, pause the CD right away and let students figure out the right answer.

Go through for both exercises (for Actress No. 1 and 2)

	Materials:  “On My Mind…” worksheet

	 Procedure:

I.Create Your Own “On My Mind…” List
Instructions

Please think about 3 favorite items you treasure in your current life.  The items could be a thing (clothes, accessories, cosmetics, shoes, food, etc) or a famous person you admire.  Remember not to start your sentence with “I like.”  Be more creative.  Also, write down the reason why you like the item or the person by using the subordinate conjunction “because.”
You have 5 minutes to complete your list.
CCQ
Are you working individually?

Do you know how many favorite things/person  you are supposed to write down, and the reason why you like them?

Are you allowed to start by saying “I like…?”
How should you complete the sentence – which subordinate conjunction must you use?

Do you know the time limit?

(Distribute the worksheet)
Monitor the students and give time warning:  60 seconds.
If there is time shortage, then have only 2 to 3 students read out their “On My Mind…” worksheet.
II.Conclude Lesson

Elicit today’s key point (ie:  different ways to say “I like…”) for students.
Give homework: 
In addition to 3 favorite things/person the student wrote down today on their “On My Mind…” worksheet, have them write 5 more as homework, using the same guideline as in the worksheet.
You did a good job today.  I will see you all tomorrow!
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
