	Aims/Objectives:

· Main Aim: Ss will learn about Halloween through singing and writing their own spells.
· Secondary Aim:  Ss will improve their language skills by singing, writing and presenting their own sentences, and by listening to other classmates’ presentations.

· Personal Aim:  I want to deliver better instructions, speak in a louder and clearer voice, and make a more enjoyable learning environment.


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· Ss already learned the key vocabulary through a previous Language Based lesson.
· Ss are familiar with Halloween.

· Ss already know what rhyming words are.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· Ss may have difficulty making their own spells using rhyming words.
· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Monitor during activity and help anyone that might have any trouble.
· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 1~2 Ss to share their spells, or have them finish as homework.
· Have more Ss share their spells and continue on with SOS activity.

	Greeting the Ss,

“Hello everyone.  How’s everyone doing today?  Are you ready for another lesson?” 
Have Ss prepare for Pre-Activity.


	Pre-Activity

	Materials:
· “Have You Seen the Ghost of John” Lyrics
· Visuals for Target Vocabulary
· Board & Board Markers

	Whole Class
	Prepare lyrics for “Have you Seen the Ghost of John” and tell Ss you’re going to sing a song.
“Now, before we start today’s lesson, I’m going to sing you a song.  I want you to try to guess what our topic will be today, and try to remember as much as you can about what the song is saying.”
Sing song and then ask a few questions.
1) What do you think today’s topic will be?     Halloween
2) Who is the song describing?     Ghost
3) What’s the ghost’s name?     John
4) What kind of ghost is John?     Skeleton
Hand out lyrics and sing together a couple times.
(If Ss get familiarized with song, try as a round.)
Prepare visuals of target vocabulary on one of the desks in front.
“Now, here are a few words that are related to Halloween.  We’ve learned them before, so let’s see if we can still remember.  I want all of you to come to the front and post each picture on the board in alphabetical order.  You may discuss with your classmates.”
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?
2) Can you discuss with your classmates?
Once all pictures are on board, have Ss return to their seats and review the words together.  Ask CCQs for a few words:

CCQ’s:
1) Who makes a cobweb?

2) Does an astronaut go under water?
3) What is a Jack-O-Lantern usually made of?

“Very good everyone.  Do you have any questions about these words?  If not, let’s move on.”


	Main Activity

	Materials: 
· Book: Little Witch’s Big Night
· Comprehension Question Balloons, Balloon Board, & Darts

	12 min

	Whole Class
	Have Ss seated in a half-circle in the middle of the room so they can all see the book.
 “Today we’re going to read a book, and you’re just going to listen and enjoy the story.  So let’s all move to the center of the room.”
Show book and ask a few questions about the book.
1) What’s the title?

2) What do you see on the cover?
 “So, this is Little Witch, and we’re going to read about her big night.”
Read book.
 “Now you’ve heard the story, let’s play a game.  So, on Halloween, what do you do?  You dress up in costumes and go…?”
Elicit “trick-or-treating.”
“And when you go trick-or-treating, what do you usually expect?”
When Ss answer candy, show them the prize (chocolate) and start giving instructions.
 “So now, we’re going trick-or-treating.  But instead of knocking on someone’s door, you have to pop a balloon!  I’ll give you 2 darts, and if you pop a balloon with your first dart, great, but if you miss both times you’ll have to pass.  Inside each balloon, there’s a question about the story, and it’s going to tell you how many points that question is worth.  You, as a class will try to answer as many questions as possible, and try to earn as many points as you can.  At the end of class, I’m going to hand out 1 piece of chocolate for every 3 points you’ve earned.  So, if you earn 9 points, you’ll each get 3 pieces of chocolate.  But you only have 5 minutes.”

ICQ’s:

3) What are you doing?

4) How many darts can you throw?
5) What happens if you miss both darts?
6) How much time do you have?

7) When will you get the chocolate?

Ask for any questions and start activity.
After 5 minutes, or if Ss answer all 9 questions, add up score and conclude activity.

“So, you’ve earned a total of O points, so that makes O pieces of chocolate for each of you.  Good job everyone~!”

	Whole Class
	“In this book, what did Little Witch do before doing a trick, such as flying or turning?  She said the ‘magic words.’”
Review one of Little Witch’s spell and see how words rhyme.

“When we say ‘magic words’ to make someone do something, we can say that we’re casting a spell on that person.”
Write “cast a spell” on board and read example of “Sleeping Spell.”
“So, this is my “Sleeping Spell.”
Whizzy, Whazzy, Busy You

Fall asleep when I look at you!

Give instructions for next activity.
“Now, I want you to come up with your own spells.  You can make a spell for anything, but try to use words that rhyme.  I’ll give you 5 minutes.”
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?
Hand out Blank Paper and have Ss begin.

If time permits, after 5 minutes go around class and have Ss share what they have written. 

“Now let’s share our spells and see if they work.”

Correct any errors and conclude lesson.

If time is short, have Ss finish for homework.
