	Aims:

Main aim: Students will learn vocabulary and expressions for describing one’s character and relationships by completing an idioms matching worksheet.
Second aim: Students will practice to listen and will be able to pick up details from fast-paced real- life talk by answering detailed questions on a worksheet, and by listening to the CD player.

Personal aim: Teacher will improve her teaching pace in her lecture.



	Language Skills:

Reading: Students will practice their reading skill by reading idiom worksheet.
Listening: Students will practice their listening skill by listening the speakers’ short speeches on Blind Date Profile Sheet.

Writing: Students will improve their writing (dictation) skill by taking notes from listening in main activity.




	Language Systems:
Grammar: None to be discussed.
Phoenimics: None to be discussed.

Discourse: None to be discussed.

Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations.

Function: Self- PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner.




	Assumptions:

             Students already know:
1) How the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups ate each table)

2) The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

3) All students are single and college graduates (age 23 and up)

4) Most students have been on a blind date




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

      P:Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
      A:Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content

      P: Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.

      A: Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

      P: Students may need more time to work on the idioms

      A: If it takes longer than 5minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board

      P: If time is short

A: Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.

P: If students finish their tasks earlier that anticipated

A: ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what want in a spouse.

	Students answer the teacher’s question by eliciting.
Students work together in a group to match the sentences with right idioms.

One person from each group comes out to the board to write down the answers they have.

Students might ask questions about idioms they don’t understand.
	T: Now, what do you think are the most important qualities to choose a partner for life?
(Teacher writes down the qualities on the board)

OK, so today, we will listen to some people who are looking for their life partners. But first, let us learn some idioms the speakers will use.
T: Work in a group of three, match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. Write the letter “a,b,c” in the empty boxes. 

(Teacher shows a demonstration to the students)

T: Look at #1…”right, it runs in our family.” So put the letter “j” in the box next to number1.

T: Now I will give you for minutes to do this. And I want to you starts when I say “go”. 

ICQ

1) How many minutes?

2) Are you working individually?

3) What are you going to do?

Explicit ICQ

4) Can you start when I give you the paper?

5) Can you start when I say “go?”
(Teacher gives the worksheet to each group)

T: Start!

(Teacher monitors and answers students if they need any help)
(Teacher reminds the students how many minutes left.)

(Teacher gives more time if the students are needed.)

T: Now one person from each group comes out to the board to write down the answer you have. 

(After every representatives are done Teacher will go through the correct answers.)

T: Does anyone have any questions?

If don’t we will move on.

	Students elicit some impressions about the pictures teacher has shown.
Students answer ICQ

Students write down notes about each speaker who they are listening.

Elect one representative from their group and the representatives write the profiles they have in conclusion on the board.
	T: Look at this picture. What are your first impressions? What do you think his personality is like?
(Teacher shows four pictures one by one and writes down the students elicits on the board.)

T: Now you will listen to the four speakers in turns twice. Take notes about them on this work sheet as you listen.
Work individually and take your own notes.

T: Don’t look at the paper until I say “go.”
ICQ

1) Are you working in a group?

2) What are you going to do?

Explicit ICQ

3) Can you start when I give you the paper?

4) Can you start when I say “go?”
5) How many times can you listen?
(Teacher gives papers to all students)

T: Now, Let’s start with our number one speaker.
(Teacher plays track 1 through 4 twice for each track.)
T: Now compare your notes with your group members. When you have an agreement, send a representative up front and have them fill out the profile on the board.

(Teacher asks group 1 to fill out speaker 1’s profile, same for groups 2&3&4)

(While the students fill out the profile on the board Teacher puts the wall chart of the profile sheets.)

T: Ok please go back to your seat. Look at this wall chart. Compare what your groups have on the board. 

(Teacher corrects the answers with the wall chart.)

	Students write down their own profile including their hobbies, personalities, and dream-spouse’s characteristics on the paper except their names.
Students answer ICQ

Students fold and put their profiles in the box that the teacher is holding.

Students pick one paper put from the box.

Students read aloud the profile they have in turns and guess whose profile they are reading.
	T: I will give you a paper sheet to write down your own profile. You can write down anything except your name. Write down first, your personalities, second, your hobbies and third, the important things to you when you choose your spouse. 
T: This profile is mine.

(Teacher shows and reads her own profile to the students.)

T: I will give you three minutes and I don’t want you to start until I say “go.

ICQ

1) How many minutes?

2) Are you working in a group?

3) What are you going to do?

Explicit ICQ

4) Can you start when I give you the paper?

5) Can you start when I say “go?”
6) Can you write down about your personalities?

7) Can you write down your name?
(Teacher monitors and reminds how many minutes the students have.)
T: Now fold your profile in half then one more time in half to make a square. Put your profiles in this box, please.

(Teacher goes around to collect all the students’ profiles in a box)

T: Please pick one paper out of the box in turns.

(Teacher goes around so the students can pick one paper up from the box.)

T: From here (show open-palm to one of the students) read the profile you have picked?
(Teacher listens to the student’s reading. After he/she is finished ask the whole class who they think wrote the profile.)

(Take two to three volunteers if running out of time.)

T: Good job everyone. See you guys tomorrow!
