 Main aim: Students will exercise their grammar skills by interacting with and talking to each other through three activities.

Second aim: Students will practice their grammar skills by working on a short work sheets, making up six questioning sentences using five w’s and one h, and write a story using five W’s and one H. 

Personal aim: I want to improve my ICQ, CCQ skills and variation skill.



	Language Skills:

Listening: Students will practice their listening skills by listening to their classmates’ story telling.

Reading: Students will practice their reading skills by reading what they have written on their papers.

Writing: Students will practice their writing skills by writing in main activity.

Speaking: Students will practice their speaking skills by speaking out what they think throughout the whole lesson.
Grammar: Students will practice five W’s and one H questions throughout the whole class activities.


	Language Systems:

Grammar: make questions starting with one of question words.

Phonemics: None to discuss.

Discourse: None to discuss.

Lexis: when to use five W’s or one H.

Function: how to answer the questions starting with one of five W’s or one H.

Students do not know:

1)  When and how to use five W’s and one H.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

      P: Students may need more time to work on their work in any activities.

      A: If it takes longer than 5minutes, give the students more time and make time short on mingling activity in main activity.
      P: If time is short

A: Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their stories.
P: If the main activity uses too much time

A: Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their stories.

P: If students finish their tasks earlier that anticipated

A: Ask as many students as possible to share for each activity.
