2) The words such as ‘author’ and ‘audience’



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

P: Students may need more time to get more points on their team activity

A: Tell them time limit before I start the activity and give them ‘time warning’ before 1 min.

P: If time is short 

A: Ask 2~3 students to share their ideas for the post activity.

P: If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

A: Ask as many students as possible to share for the post activity
