	Assumptions:

Students have basic speaking skills to give and answer questions each other.

          Students already know “personal pronoun” and “contraction”


	Anticipated Problems 
Students could confuse between height and length. Al so students have difficulties in understanding vocabulary.
Students might not know the words mustache and beard

Some Ss may not be active in the discussion.
	Solutions:
T explains the difference of them

The length of something is the amount that is measures from one and to the other along the longest tide. But the height of a person or thing is their size or length from the bottom to the top.
T explains kinds of the hair. (whiskers, mustache, beard)

T can encourages S by asking for Ss opinion of what others are saying and correct them.
