· Secondary Aim: Ss can use will and going to for intentions and predictions, but there are difference in their use.  (‘will’ a talk about that is formed at the moment of speaking and ‘going to’ represents pre-planned activities) worksheet.

· Personal Aim: I’ll prepare more demonstrations and I want to increase STT and improve my ICQs and CCQs.




	Language Skills:
-Listening: Teacher’s elicitation; teacher’s example of picture and listen to other Ss future plan.

-Reading: Students can read a story.

-Speaking: Students can complete the worksheet’s blank and than talk about their sheet And  Students can speak their one future plans using grammar(will, going to)
-Writing: Students can fill in the blank and make sentences.



	Language Systems:
-Function: student understand that ‘will’ and ‘going to’

-Phonology: Future tense. [|fju:tʃə(r)]
-Grammar: ‘will’ intention that is formed at the moment of speaking and  ‘going to’  that we think is about to happen, visible evidence.

-Lexis: will, going to, won’t, not going 

-Discourse: discuss to put the correct words into the sentences.




	Assumptions:

-Most of Ss have already known to make sentences.
-Students can my find out correct answer at the work sheet. 



	Anticipated Problems 

-Ss may not know how to distinguish differences between ‘will’ and ‘be going to’
