	Language Skills:
                 Ss will use speaking skills when they sing a song and practice role playing with short sentences.
Ss will use listening skills when they are listening storytelling.
Ss will use reading skills when they learn fruits name and do their worksheet.

   (There are fruits names under the pictures.) 


	Target Vocabulary:

(Character) wolf, grandmother, mother, Mr. hunter, strangers
(Fruit) apples, bananas, grapes, peach, orange, strawberry



	Target Sentences:

Q: What’s in your basket?
A: There are apples in my basket. (orange, grapes, bananas, strawberry, peach)




	Materials: 
pictures of character, stick puppets (mother, grandmother, Mr. hunter, wolf, Red Riding Hood), background paper (thick paper), worksheet(finger puppet), fruits flashcards, poster (lyrics of ‘who’s there?’), worksheets (pictures of basket and fruits) Scissor, glue, colored pencils, magnetic.



	Aims/Objectives:
Ss will be able to learn about characters of story by storytelling and explanation.
Ss will be able to practice short dialog by repeating sentences in a role play.

Ss will be able to read and say fruits name by short drilling and activity.(worksheet)



	Assumptions:
          Ss have heard this story in Korean version.
          Ss familiar with fruits name and shapes.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-Ss might get confused during the activities then explain it more accurately by demonstration.

         -If the class is run out of time, cut the last activity and give another chance to who couldn’t go this time in next class.

       -If the Ss finish their work earlier than expected at the end of the class, sing a ‘who’s there?’ song one more time or let them do role play with their finger puppets.

CCQs:

-Who do you think the good person?

They live in the same village and know each other very well, but we have never seen this wolf before.

No one knows this wolf! 

Is he our friend? 

We call this kind of person “Strangers”. 
Strangers who are very dangerous and bad!

ICQs:

-Is the wolf a good person?

-Do we call our friends ‘strangers’?

Red Riding Hood: Poor grandma.
M: Carry this basket of fruits to her.
R: I will.
M: Don’t speak to strangers.
-Strangers? Don’t speak to strangers.(say it together)
R: I won’t
R: Here I go to grandmother’s house~♪
-Sing together~ 
Literal Q: Where is she going?
Wolf: Good afternoon. Red Riding Hood.
Implied Q: Is he a friend of Red Riding Hood?

Where are you going?
R: To grandmother’s house. She is sick.
W: What’s in your basket?
R: There are fruits for grandmother.
-She spoke to strangers. Oh no~
W: Ha ha~ I’ll hurry to Grandmother’s house. I’ll eat her.
-No~
R: Knock! Knock!
-She is at the door. Let’s do it together~ Knock*2
W: Who’s there?

R: Red Riding Hood.
W: Come in my dear.
-Her voice is strange.
R: I brought you a basket of fruits.
W: How lovely!
R: Grandmother, what big eyes you have!
W: The better to see you with.
R: Grandmother, what big teeth you have!
W: The better to eat you with.
-Let’s scream~
R: Mr. Hunter! Quick! Catch the wolf!
H: Where is he?
R: In grandmother’s house.
H: I’ll shoot him. (Together)BANG! BANG!
M: Red Riding Hood, are you all right?
R: Yes. Where is grandmother?
G: Here! That wolf swallowed me whole.
M: Red Riding Hood. I told you. ”Never speak to strangers.”
What a relief! 
Interpretive Q: What did you learn from the story?
~Don’t speak to strangers.

~Listen to your mother.

We are going to make finger puppets!

I will give this paper, color them, cut them out and make finger puppets like this. I’ll give you 5min.

Choose three fruits you like the most.
Color them, cut them out and glue on the basket. Look at this.
I’ll give you 3 minutes.

Than we are going to do role play.

-What do you do with the picture? 

-How much time do you have?

We need role for a Wolf and a Red Riding Hood. We work in pairs.
Don’t worry. This is a good wolf. Our friend.

Red Riding Hood: Here I go to grandmother’s house~♪
Wolf: Good morning Red Riding Hood.

What’s in your basket?

R: There are apples, grapes and oranges in my basket.
Switch your role. 

You should act like real characters.
