	Language Skills
· Listening- The teacher’s story-telling and instruction and listening to others.
· Speaking- Answering teacher’s question and singing a song.
· Reading- Students will read the target words by doing activity.

· Writing (SOS) - having a chance to write the target words.(worksheets)


	Target Vocabulary:

Brown, Red, yellow, blue, green, purple, white, black.


	Target Sentences:
· Brown bear, Brown bear, What do you see?
· I see a (color word) (animal word or name) looking at me.



	Materials:
· White board and marker.
· “Teddy bear” song with a brown bear puppet.

·  Stick cards (It can be divided with picture and word)

· Color container (which can hold the stick cards)

· Desk.
· The story telling book-“Brown bear, Brown bear, what do you see?”
(The author is Bill Martin Jr with pictures by Eric Carle.)

· Small board (to stick some material in the book)
· CD for a chant and dance routine.

· Hair band (which shows a color animal) for a game.
· Color clay
· Worksheets for coloring and writting the animal words.


	Aims/Objectives:
· Main Aim: Students will be able to learn the target vocabulary and sentence by telling a story and singing the chant.
· Secondary Aim: Students will be able to say “What do you see?” and “I see a (adjective+noun) looking at me.
· Personal Aim: I expect students to express what they are looking.


	Assumptions:
· The students already know the alphabet and they can read and write. 
· The students already know the color words and animal words. But they are not accustomed to use the order-adjective+noun.
· The students have been exposed to what I say in general conversation class. 
· The students can enjoy the story-telling and games.

           


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 
· If Ss can’t understand what I say, I’ll say it again more slowly.
· If I don’t have enough time, I will shorten my plan.
· If I have a more time, I will give a worksheet to do. (SOS)
(If I don’t have enough time to finish this worksheet, it will be given for homework.)

I am a white dog.

I am a black sheep.

I am a gold fish.

We are going to have a game~~

I’ll divide you guys into two groups.

(Use ‘ABAB’ to make two groups)

Who want to be a volunteer as a time checker?

You can choose the color by picking up a piece of paper. 
(have students pick up a piece of paper and then, distribute the animal stick)

Come to the front, please
[demonstration]

You have to choose each proper  animal word and then, attach the word here and put this stick into the proper color container.
For example, if you are a black sheep, you have to say “I see a black sheep looking at me” when you start to go.
[ICQ]
What are you going to do?

When you start to go, what do you have to say?
You did a good job~

Good job, good job, good job~~

(It’s kind of rhythmical chant)

 And then, the brown bear has to answer “I see a yellow duck looking at me” and then, the yellow duck has to say next time. 
If one person can’t say, that person will be out. And the last person to go will be winner.
[ICQ]
What are you going to do?

What do you have to say during this game?
Are you ready?

Let’s start~!

(In case, it’s so easy not to finish this game. It will be changed the lyrics- class mate’s name and stuff with that color.)
Let’s change the lyrics.

Call the classmate’s name, and something with that color.

For example, Judy, Judy, what do you see? I see a green pen looking at me.
(I’ll give the ‘good job’ sticker to the last person to survive.)
