	Aims/Objectives:
· Main Aim - Students will be able to learn about fruits by flashcards, chant,  

craft, singing, dancing, and worksheets.
· Secondary Aim - Students will be able to communicate with clerks

when they buy something at shops by singing and dancing.
· Personal Aim - I will teach students with confidence.


	Assumptions:
· Students are familiar with most of vocabulary/activities in the lesson including followings and they will be able to answer questions and do activities with confidence.
· Vegetables, Prices

· The meaning of “drink”, “customer” and “clerk”
· The usage of “a” and “an”


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If students forget spellings of fruits and they can’t write fruits’ names, I will encourage them to memorize spellings by chant again.
· If I don’t have enough time to finish all activities, I will give the post activity (Word Match worksheet) as homework to students.

· If I have more time, I will give the Writing worksheet to students.

Activity 2 – Singing & Dancing
: “Fruits Juice Shop” Song
Eliciting

Now, let’s sing the “Fruits Juice Shop” song. Do you like singing?
Instructions & Demonstration
This song is the customer and clerk’s dialogue.
I will appoint you A and B. (A&B) x 3

(The last student’s name),

You will be “A” and I will be “B”.
A will be a customer.
B will be a clerk.
The melody is like the “Are you sleeping” song.
I will sing and dance first.

Listen and watch carefully.

Customer: I’m thirsty. (x2)

Clerk: What do you want? (x2)

Customer: I want a (an) (fruit). (x2) 

Clerk: Here you are. (x2)
I’ll explain 2 sentences.

You didn’t drink anything for a long time. So you want to drink water or juice. Then you can say “I’m thirsty.”
When you give something to someone, you can say “Here you are.”
