	Aims:

- Main Aim: To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by talking about blind date
- Secondary Aim: To practice listening and speaking skill by activities (Worksheet, discussion, and role-play)
- Personal Aim: I want to improve in my ICQ/CCQ delivery.

	Language Skills:

- Reading: Ss will read idioms worksheet.

	Assumptions:

           - How the class is set up and run.(There will be 2 student groups at each table.)
           - Ss know what a blind date is.

           - Ss know the teachers style of teaching pace of course.

           - Most Ss have been on a blind date.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily
( Let them listen to the tracks again.

- Ss may need more time to do the idioms worksheet, because they are not native speakers.
( Give searching opportunity to them.(Dictionary, Internet searching, etc)

- Anyone doesn’t have a blind date experience or never hear about it.
( Ss, who know a blind date, tell them their experience or knowledge in class.

CCQ

Does a blind date mean that you date with a person who you know?

Does a blind date mean that you date with a person who you don’t know?

Ok, you guys work in group, today. Who did eat breakfast this morning? Oh, Melisa and Christina ate breakfast? Ok, you are in a group1. And rest of you, Celina, Jiny, and Jane, you are in a group2. Group1 moves this side and group2 moves that side. Let’s move.
Distribute idioms worksheet.

You match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. Fill out the empty box. You have 5 minutes.
Demonstration
Look at #1. My parents, my brothers, and I are all good at math. It means that it runs in our family. So put the letter J in the empty box next to the number 1.

ICQ

Monitoring. Answer Ss if they ask questions.

Time warning

1 minute left. 30 seconds left. Times up.

One student in a group writes the answer on the board. (#1 already by teacher)
Go through the idioms one by one.

Elicit the meaning from Ss.

Explain the meaning if necessary.

Look at these pictures. There are 4 persons’ pictures. What is your first impression of them? What do you think their personality is like?

Show the pictures one by one.

Do not identify them in the order of the CD tracks.

Elicit vocabulary used to describe one’s personality.

Alright, I read the script this time. Here is your advantage. If you want to stop reading, you can stop. If you want to rewind, you can rewind. Just speak loudly stop, rewind, and play.

Do your best to fill out their profiles. At this moment, you guys are working individually.
