Reading: students will read bucket list worksheet.
Listening: students will practice their listening skill by teacher’s eliciting, example of vocabulary.
Speaking: students will practice their speaking skill by discussion, prediction, comparing answers within groups.
Writing: students will improve their writing skill by creating their bucket list and epitaph.
