Materials:
- Idioms and expressions worksheet (13 copies)
- Listening CD & CD player (Tracks 1~3; about 2 min long)

- Listening worksheet with blanks (13 copies)

- Pictures to do the “Sequence and order pictures.” (3 sets for 4 groups)/ for board(bigger)
- White board, board markers and tape.
 

Aims:
- To learn vocabulary and expressions related to foods and breakfast meals.
- To predict the orders of the pictures.  
- To practice listening to real-life speech of ask for favors and refuse.
- To be able to pick up details from the fast-paced casual talk by fill-in-the-blanks questions on a worksheet.
- To practice speaking by discussing with group members.
 

Language Skills:
- Listening : The speakers’ short speeches about preparing for the breakfast and what conclusion they have made.
- Reading : Key vocabulary and expressions worksheet. Also fill-in-the-blanks worksheet.
- Speaking : Prediction, discussion with other group members.
- Writing : details for dictation.

Language Systems:
- Lexis : vocabulary and expressions(include idioms) used to describe food related words.
- Grammar/structure : To do well on fill-in-the-blanks worksheet.
- Function : Learn how to ask favor.
 

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know:
- How the class is set up and run (clear instruction on three students in one group)
- The teacher’s style of teaching (show lots of examples) and the pace of the course.
- Most of the students have experiences asking parents to set the table for meals.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not be able to follow the passage easily,
     Follow the task-feedback circle; let them listen to the tracks again until they get the meaning of the content.
- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening,
     Chunk the listening and using pauses as many as needed.     

- Students may need more time to work on the idioms and expressions,

     If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by sharing answers in groups.

- If time is short,

     Do the post activity discussion short and ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what will happen when the daughter comes home.

- If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

     Ask as many students as possible about their ideas of asking and rejecting the favors, words on describing the meals that they had, and talk about what will happen next.

     (for example, the daughter brings her fiancé to dad, ask for permission to marry him..)

	1) Idioms and expressions

 Instruction
Work individually. Match the words marked A, B, C, D, E, and F with the right synonyms or explanations on the other side of the paper. You have 2 minutes.
(Distribute worksheets)

Demonstration

Look at letter A “Help Yourself.” You can match with #5 

“____________________ with the dishes”.

CCQ 
Who are you working with?
How much time do you have?

What do you have to do with the numbers on the other side of the paper?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give them warning : 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.

Check answers : let students speak out for the right matches. Write on the board. Draw lines to match the questions. (Letter A is already done by teacher)

- Go through the key vocabulary and expressions one by one.

- Elicit the meaning from students.

- Explain the meaning if necessary.

2) Prediction

Instruction
Look at these Pictures. You will put the pictures in the right order when you listen to a dialogue. What do you think the father looks like? What’s the first impression of him??
Show the pictures one by one.

Do not identify them in the order of the tracks.

Elicit vocabulary used to describe the situation or the meals you can see on the pictures.

“Check your predictions as you listen to the speakers.”

	1) Listening for the main idea(general understanding)
Instructions

Put the pens down. Close your eye, and listen to the father and daughter conversations. What do you think their personalities? Who wants what from whom? Listen for the general feeling of them.
CCQ
Do have to write down anything?
What are you supposed to think about?

(Play tracks 1 through 3 without stopping or interruption)
Do you want to listen again?

If YES, Have them listen one more time.

No, Have them share their thoughts.

(Distribute worksheets)
Instructions
Now listen to the speakers again. But this time, you will answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually this time. 

CCQ
Do you work alone??

What do you have to do this time when you listen to a conversation??

(Listen to a dialogue – let them answer the worksheet- Check)
2) Listening for Details
Instructions
Let’s work with the other group members, share your answers and discuss about the orders of the pictures together.
CCQ

Do you work alone?

What do you do with your group members?
Show students the pictures of the speakers/situation again.
Q : So which picture has to go first?
(Play tracks)

Monitor actively and participate within each group.

Identify and Compare their thoughts on orders of the pictures with students’ opinion with other groups.
Put the pictures on the board in orders as the students from each group identified. And Share the answers together.
