Materials:
- Wall charts for 4 parts of day.(Morning, Afternoon, Evening, and Night) 
- Script #1(8copies for students’ work sheet)- filling in the blanks

- Script #2 (1 for teacher’s)
- White board, board markers, magnet or Tape

- 8copies of pictures of the places worksheet #3
- Audio player
 

Aims:
- To learn vocabulary and expression through the paragraphs and matching meaning of the vocabulary. 
- To practice speaking with the partner

- To talk about one’s own planning
- To learn what kinds of busy situations we have as a mother, father, and son or daughter
- To be able to explain details from the whole sentences that the teacher already taught
- To discuss with the classmates what do they want if they have a wonderful free holiday.
 

Language Skills:
Listening : listen carefully of the teacher’s reading paragraph and fill in the blanks
          listen each partner’s planning

Reading : read the main script and answer the some questions through the paragraph
Speaking : explain their own plan for holiday, talking about individual’s experience 
Writing :  filling in the blanks, summarizing their own story
Language Systems:
- Lexis : vocabulary and expressions used in relating each planning situations
- Grammar : future tense with (be going to~), prepositions of time and place

- Function : Describing how to explain about daily schedule
 

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know
- How to work with pairs or groups

- Most of students are housewives, some are son/daughter of their parents
- the teacher’s style of teaching and mood of the class

- How to make a note while listening

- Students already have their plans on weekend
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not be able to follow some chart easily
→ Follow the task-feedback circle : let them check the chart over and over utill they get the gist of the chart
- students may not be able to get the gist from listening 

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

- some students don’t have any special plans for weekend
→ elicit their hobby or interests to have some ideas
- If time is almost gone even a few students didn’t tell their opinions

→ Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions

- If students finish their task earlier than anticipated

→ Give students more time to share their opinion

	1.Listening for the main idea. ( general understanding )
intruduction

You don’t need to use your pens. Just listen carefully.

Then, listen to the main topic.

Think about characters’ names,  why one is busy.
How many characters there are, and about their relationship, etc. 

What does the one have to do all day long?

All right. Do you guys understand overall information?  

Do you want to listen one or two times more? 

☞ Yes : Let them listen one or two more times.

☞ No: Let them talk about the topic and make diagrams.

Listening for Details
[ Instruction]

Now listen to the speakers sentence by sentence this time.

After then, you are supposed to correct the mistakes on the worksheet.

CCQ
-OK, students! Let’s look at this pictures on the board. You can see some pictures which you’ve listened on the CD.

Did you listen some information on the topic. 

How many people are there?
What are there names?

What is there relationship?

Why is Susan busy all day?
 Feedback 
-Did you all finish checking the answer?

Ss say yes, T make the Ss read aloud one by one.

CCQ
-Are you going to write?

-What will you discuss about?

- How much time do you have?

Ss talk about their experiences and share the opinions.

T just monitors group working. 

Have the students present their group’s story and opinion.

 Conclude lesson
Elicit today’s idioms for students.
