Materials:
- 14 copies of the text/worksheet  “The Big Trip”
- Big copy of Picture A (Pictures of different cities)

- Big copy of Picture B (Pictures of different country sides)
- White board, board markers and tape.
 

Aims:
- Students will be familiar with key vocabulary through Teacher’s explanation and CCQ.
- Students will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering guiding questions.  
- Students will improve scanning skill by answering matching questions, and crossword puzzle.
- Students will improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in pairs and the class.
 

Language Skills:
- Listening : Listening to teacher’s presentation, instruction, demonstration, classmates’ ideas.
- Reading : Reading text “The Big Trip” / worksheet.
- Speaking : Sharing ideas with partners and the class.
- Writing : Fill-in-the-blanks, crossword puzzle, post- activity worksheet.
Language Systems:
- Lexis, Phonology : urban / rural 
- Function : Ss can tell the differences between urban and rural life style.
 

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know:
- How the class is set up and run (clear instruction on three students in one group)
- The teacher’s style of teaching (show lots of examples) and the pace of the course.
- Most of the students have traveled abroad and experienced urban/ rural cultures.
- Students know how to skim and scan.
 

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Students may not be aware of the words urban and rural.
     Use the pictures of cities and rural areas to help their understanding.
- Students may not be able to describe how cities look like.
     Underline the words from the passage that describes the city.     

- Students may need more time to read the passage.
     If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by sharing answers in groups.

- If time is short,

     Do the post activity discussion short and ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about why they prefer to live in urban/rural city.
- If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

     Ask as many students as possible about their ideas and experiences living in urban/rural cities.

In what area can you see many tall buildings and cars??
