Aims:
 - Students will understand key-vocabularies’ meanings through teacher’s explanation and C.C.Q
 - Students will practice getting-the-main-idea-skill by skimming the reading text and answering a guiding question
 - Students will practice getting-details-skill by scanning the text
 - Students will practice speaking and listening skill by sharing their thoughts with the class
 

Language Skills:
 - Reading: improve reading skill by reading the main text
 - Listening: improve listening skill by listening teacher’s presentation, instruction, demonstration and Ss’ opinions
 - Speaking: improve speaking skill by sharing thoughts
 - Writing: improve writing skill by answering questions

Language Systems:
 - Lexis: key-vocabulary meanings
 - Phonology: repeat key-vocabulary and guiding question 
 

Assumptions about Students:
 - Students know about the lottery
 - Some students have bought a lottery before
 - Students know how to work individually/ in groups
 - Students know how to skim and scan
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
 - There may not be enough time to complete the lesson
   -> Cut the post activity short and just ask one or two students about their opinion
 - Some students may finish the main task earlier than others
   -> Give them supplementary cross word worksheet 
 - Students may not understand the words admit or larceny
   -> Explain with synonyms

	[Greeting]
Hello, everyone! How was your long holiday? Did anyone do something fun? During the holiday?

Grace, you are still a student. Did you get some money from your relatives during the holiday? In Korea, most children and students get some money from their relatives on national holidays. [Eliciting, getting interests]
I want you to look at these pictures.
What do you see? Can you connect all these pictures together and think of one thing that related with these pictures? Yes, we are going to talk about the lottery. 

(Write down lottery on the board)

Has anyone ever bought a lottery before? 

What kinds of lotteries are there? (Lotto, pension lottery etc.) 
Do you usually expect to win the lottery when you buy one? 
I hope to win but I don’t really expect to actually win the lottery. Because the chances are so small.

	 1. Key-vocabulary
Before I pass out the text, let’s learn some key-vocabularies first.
* Admit
 Let’s say you did something bad and your friends are blaming you for that. So you tell them you made a mistake and you think you did wrong. What is the word for this situation? What you just did? Yes, ADMIT. You admitted your mistake. Antonym is DENY.
CCQ
Someone stole a candy from the store and the owner of the store says he saw that person stole a candy. But the stealer won’t say he stole the candy. 

Did he admit his crime? No, he didn’t. 

You can say he admitted his crime only when he actually says he did steal the candy himself.
* Larceny
So this person stole something that doesn’t belong to him. What do you call this kind of person? A thief. Thieves. What do you call stealing things? Theft, burglary or LARCENY in legal term.
CCQ
A man murdered someone and he was brought to the court. Can you say he committed larceny? 
No, that is murder. 
A man stole a car and he was brought to the court. Can a judge say he committed larceny?

(If yes-give 30 more seconds/ If no-Share Ss’ ideas together) 
Let’s find out which group guessed the correct answer. 

2. Task A

Instruction

I will pass out the text and a worksheet.

3. Context Vocabulary
Before you read the whole text carefully, let’s learn some more vocabularies that will help you understand the text well. 
* Deduction
If you win the $10 million lottery, you don’t get to have all the money yourself. The government takes some tax money from your winning lottery and then gives you the rest of the money. So you won’t have all money to yourself. That is deduction. 

CCQ

When you buy something at a duty free shop at the airport. Are the products deducted prices? Yes. They are deducted prices. Without taxes. 
4. Task B
Instruction

I will pass out one more worksheet. There are several questions regarding the text. First, read the questions and then read the text carefully. After you finished reading, answer the questions individually. After you finished answering the questions, share your answers with your group. I will give you 4 min.

(Pass out worksheet #3)

These ___s usually look and sound better than they actually are
Main Text

Woman Lies About Winning Lottery
A 39-year-old woman admitted that she had lied. She claimed that she bought the latest winning lottery ticket in Massachusetts, but then lost it. The ticket was worth $18 million after all deductions. Jean Fenn was charged with grand larceny. A conviction could put her in prison for up to seven years.

The real winner of the ticket, Kevin Hayes, 66, presented it a week ago to the liquor store where he had bought it. That store will receive one percent of the prize, or $180,000. The owner of the store, Mark Abrams, 56, was overjoyed. “Last year we had a storm that blew half of our roof off. It cost $25,000 to put a new roof on.”

Hayes said he was reminded to check his numbers when he heard that a woman had lost her winning ticket. He and his wife had been camping in the mountains when the winning number was drawn.

“But I feel sorry for this woman," said Hayes. "She only did this out of desperation. In fact, I'm going to help her out financially after she gets out of prison. It’s a shame that this wealthy country has so many poor people. So, I’m going to donate a lot of this money to different charities. What do I need $18 million for?”

The checks to Hayes and Abrams should arrive within two weeks, according to a lottery spokesman. The spokesman mentioned that lottery players should remember that the odds of winning the lottery are only about one in forty million. Even so, most people think that SOMEONE has to win, and it might as well be them.
