Materials:
- Pictures for guessing the title of today lesson. 4 sets of 5 mood changing pictures
- Script and worksheets – script , words bingo game and true and false questions
- Listening audio file and audio player ( about 1 min)
- White board, board markers, magnet or Tape
 

Aims:
- To learn vocabulary and expression through doing words bingo game and matching

pictures.
- To be able to speak their emotion in English through ordering mood changing pictures
- To guess what is the title of today lesson by discussing with partner watching pictures.
- To be able to pick up details by answering true and false questions on a worksheet
- To practice speaking by discussing and guessing what is the moral of this story with partner.
 

Language Skills:
Listening : Listen carefully to the audio file, teacher’s pronunciation of new words for distinguishing what is the right and wrong and their partner’s opinion.
Reading : Solve the true and false work sheet and answering and checking by reading the script.
Speaking : Talking about what is the title and moral of the story  in pairs.
Writing :  Writing general question of the story and the answer of the true and false work sheet.
Language Systems:
-phonology: sounds
- Lexis : vocabulary and expressions 
- Grammar : past simple tense 
 

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know
- Students already have seen bald people and knight
- Most of the students know how they do pair work.

- Students know what is the rule of bingo game

-The teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the course.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not be able to understand the whole story
→ Follow the task-feedback circle : let them listen to the track again until almost of students find their own answers.
- Students may not be able to pick up details from listening.
→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

- Some students lose their interest and frustrated if they can’t hear the answer even if teacher turn on the track few times
→ During the bingo game.
- Students can put X on any words if they think the words is right from listening. It would be hard to do for low level vocabulary students to do this without any pre vocabulary teaching.
→ Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions what is the moral of the story.
- If students finish their task earlier than anticipated, let them talk about their own unexpected situation and how they could solve the problem wisely.
→ Give students more time to think about the important point of the story in pairs.

	Greeting
Hello, everyone? How was your Chu- Suk? Did you meet many relatives and family? Had a lot of fun ?
I hope you took rest much from the holiday.
Let’s move into pairs !

( Let students watch pictures on the board and try to elicit their thinking about the pictures)
Ok, so guys! Look at the pictures on the board. 
 Elicit from pictures
1. What would be the answer of balls picture plus sounds /d/ ? Ok, next , what could be the answer of a horse picture plus swords, shield and axe picture?
-Take time the students with thinking and discussing with partner.
2.  Today’s title of the lesson is “ the bald knight”
   Have you ever seen bald man in real life? They look cool or bad? What bald people need to wear on head if they want to look handsome and beautiful?
-Collecting the various of answer from the students.
3. Have you ever seen the knight in real life? Can you see them in past or now? Can you find them in Korea?
- Listen carefully their answers.
4. OK, we will listen the story “ The bald knight “today!  Do you think this story would go funny or sad? 
-Give students time to discuss with partner for 30 sec.

	1. vocabulary 
Introduction

Work individually. Teacher hands out bingo game work sheets to all students.
Put X on the words which you listen from the story until the story finished. If you listen many words as you can from the story then you will make many bingos then be winner. Don’t look at other’s work sheet during doing game. Also only put X on words which you only heard from the story.
 Demonstration 
 Look at the bingo game paper! If you listen the word” curly” then put X on the word. Keep putting X on words if you have one line then you are one bingo!
CCQ
1. Do you work individually? 
2. Is it ok to keep putting X after finishing the story?
3. Put X on any words is ok?
4. Looking at the partner’s work sheet during listening the story is ok?
OK! Listen carefully and concentrate on what you hear from the story! Teacher moves around the class for monitoring students doing their work well or not.
 -Give time to think about their different answer with partner.
- Check the answers with students.
- Elicit new words from students by using gestures , mime, drawing on the board .
- Explain what is minimal pairs by teaching pronunciation and antonym and synonym.
- Let all students repeat aloud new vocabulary after teacher.

2. prediction
Look at these pictures. Teacher shows students different mood pictures.” How they feel? When do you usually make this facial expression? They look happy or sad? If your pants fall down , how do you feel at that moment?”
Teacher gathers all opinion from all the students about the pictures

 Material: CD & CD player,4 sets of 5 mood pictures, true and false work sheets and script.

	1.Listening for the main idea. ( general understanding )
intruduction

You need to make right order these 5 pictures how the bald knight felt through the story with your partner. Also think “ Why all people laughed at him ?” and  this story is happy ending or bad ending.
( Hands out  4 sets of pictures to each pair group) 

CCQ

Can you put pictures in any order?

What are you supposed to think about?

(play track 1 time)

Do you want to listen again?
☞ Yes : Let them listen one or two more times.

☞ No: Let them talk about their answer with partners.

Teacher turn on the track again with pausing the important part of the story . So let students predict the mood situation for putting picture in a right order. 
Listening for Details
[ Instruction]

Now listen to the story 2 times without pausing.
During listening, you are supposed to correct the mistakes on the true and false worksheet individually. If the sentence is right then write T, or not then write F.
CCQ
Are you working pair this time?
Can you write F about the right sentence of the story?

(distribute the worksheet)

Play track 

Now compare the answers with your partner.

Teacher hands out script of the story. Let them check the answer by listening to the story one last time.

Feedback 
-Did you all finish checking the answer?

Ss say yes, T makes Ss correct the false questions to the true questions. And let them read all sentence loudly.

What do you think the moral of the story? Have you ever been  in any unexpected situation like the bald knight? How will you  solve the embarrassing situation if you are the bald knight at that moment? Discuss with your partner. You have 3 minutes.
CCQ
-Are you thinking the answer alone or with partner?
-What will you discuss about?

- For how long ?
Ss talk about their experiences and share the opinions.

T monitors students discreetly with moving around whole groups. And gather what is the most interesting story they are talking.
Have the students present their group’s story and opinion.

2. Conclude lesson
Elicit today’s idioms for students.

You did a good job today! We thought about how the bald knight felt in the story And learned how he solved this unexpected situation wisely. Through this moral of the story , I hope you have time for thinking about own your wise answer in your unexpected situation.
Did you enjoy our activities? I hope you did. Do you have any question ?(If they don’t have any question, close the class.)
