Materials:

- Pre-teach vocabulary (key vocab & review) worksheet ( 8 copies each)
- Listening CD & CD player 
-picture ‘house chore1’ for eliciting
-picture ‘house chore A-L’ for testing listening comprehension & learning additional vocabulary  

-picture ‘bingo house chore’ for post activity

- Listening (fill in the blanks) worksheet (8 copies each)
- White board & markers 

 

Aims:

- To learn vocabulary and expressions regarding house shores by completing pre-teach vocabulary work sheet and doing house chore bingo game
- To be able to pick up details from the real life talk through filling in the blanks in worksheet

And compared the listening content to picture ‘house chore A-L’ 
- To practice speaking by talking about students’ own experience about house chores and working with partner  
 

Language Skills:

- Reading: vocabulary worksheets 
- Listening: the speakers’ a short conversation which happened at home on a particular Saturday  
- Speaking: prediction, talking about students’ own experience about house chores, group work  
- Writing: vocabulary work sheets and bingo game 
Language Systems:

- Lexis: Vocabulary and collocations used in describing house chores
- Function: learning how the collocations are used in a real life
- Discourse: T-S interaction by CCQ, S-S interaction through house chore bingo game and group work
 Assumptions about Students:
Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run 

- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- have their own experiences or knowledge about house chores 
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
➞ Follow the task-feedback circle: let them to the tracks again until they get the gist of the context

- Student may not able to pick up details from the listening

➞ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

- If it takes longer than 5 minutes

➞ Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answer instead of boarding
- If Ss finish their task earlier than anticipated 
➞ Ask as many students as possible about their ideas related to the topic
If some of the Ss seems to have difficulties in coming up with ideas regarding the topic
➞ Helping them to think closer to the topic asking topic- related questions

1. Eliciting
(Showing ‘house chore1 picture’ on the board)
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Instruction
Look at this picture. What is this picture about?
Can you give some examples of house chores?

Are you good at house chores?

(Elicit vocabulary related to the house chores and write them on the board) 

2. Pre-teach vocabulary
Instructions
Work with your partner. See the 5 words in the box, let match the word in the each blank. You have 3 minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet)

CCQ
Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

How many words you have to match?
Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.
Give time warning: 30 seconds left

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it

 - Go through the vocabulary one by one
 - Elicit the meaning from students
 - Explain the meaning if necessary

CCQ

(Show the picture ‘house chore A-L’)

- Elicit the answers 
-Check correct answers together

-Go through the vocabulary and collocations from A-Z

2. Listening for Details
Instructions

Now listen to the speakers’ speech once more. And then fill in the blanks on the sheet as you listen. Work alone. 
CCQ

Are you working alone?
Do you dictate while listening?

(Distribute the listening worksheet)

(Play all tracks without stopping)

Let students write answers as they listen. Check Ss are following the task well.
(Play track by track: Follow the same cycle until finished all.)

Now compare the answers with your partner. I will give you 3 minutes and if you have a questions let me know.
Check the answers as a whole class and correct mistakes.

Listen to the tracks one last time. 
If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let Ss say it out loud.

sweep (verb): to clean a floor by using a broom or brush to collect dirt
rake (verb): to gather with a garden tool with a row of plastic or metal teeth at the head
