Aims:

-Students will practice form, meaning, and use “there is and there are “ sentences.
-Students can apply on their previous knowledge on exercise.

- Students will learn subject and verb agreement.
 

Language Skills:

-Reading :  Read the direction on worksheet and summary paper.
-speaking :  Drilling, practice activities, and answer the question.

-Listening :  Teacher’s instruction, explanation, and student speaking.
-Writing :  Write answers on worksheet
Language Systems:
-Phonology:  pronunciation related to vocabularies
-Discourse:  teacher-students interact, student-student interact

-Function:  giving instruction to Ss

-grammar:  there is/there are ( know the subject and verb agreement)

 

Assumptions about Students:

-Students know singular and plural nouns
-Students know easy vocabulary (policeman,flower,horse….)

-Students are able to create sentences applying to new form.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

-Students may have some difficulty of creating some sentences within new grammar.
→Teacher should provide an example on the board.

- Students may not clearly understand meaning.
→Teacher should provide more example.

-If time is short

→Cut post-activity presentation short and only ask 2~3 students.

- If time is left 

→Give students more time on final activity.

(the sentences write on the board)
There is a police man  in the picture.

3.CONCLUDE

Form

We can see the rule of there is/are in the paper.

The first parts…
There is /There are is a common phase in English, used to indicate that something “exists” or is in a certain location. The main subject follows the verb when there is/are  is used.

There is(singular verb)+singular subject
Ex) There is a lemon.
There are(plural verb)+plural subject
Ex)There are two apples.

The second parts….
There is not/are not is negative sentence .
Ex) There isn’t a banana.

   There aren’t two sausages.

Meaning

T: We have just learned There is/are.
What can you see on the table?

Ss: There are pencil case and i-phone 

T:  I would like to try magic show.

Now, close your eyes. 

Ok. Open your eyes.

What do you see? I wonder where it went.

Ss: There is i-phone.

T: One more! close your eyes. 

Ok. Open your eyes.

Ss: Nothing!

T: There is not i-phone.

There are not  pencil case and i-phone.
