Aims:
Students will predict the meaning of ‘ought to’ by watching some pictures

Students will know the form of the ‘ought to’ by teacher’s explanation and substitution table.

Assumptions about Students:
Students already have known ‘should’ which have a similar meaning
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning 
→ provide more examples
Students may not finish the worksheet in time

→ give them more time

Students may not actively participate in discussion with their partners

→ ask them the specific questions based on their experience.

Meaning and Form
Ought to is giving advice or tell someone what to do next.
So there is no past tense.
