	Aims:
· Ss will learn some vocabulary through T’s explanation and Pre-teach

· Ss will know some good attractions of Seoul by reading today’s text.

· Ss will be able to develop their reading skill through they have time to read deeply.
· Ss will be able to use some vocabulary by doing their realistic homework.

· Ss will be able to introduce their favorite place by using today’s vocabulary.

· Ss will be able to know the location of attractions of Seoul through today’s task sheets and also reading material.
· Ss will have speaking and listening chance by discussing with the partner


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Reading text “Exploring Korea, Seoul” and worksheet
· Listening: Listening to their teacher’s talking and partner’s/other students’ ideas.

· Writing: Answering comprehension questions and doing homework

· Speaking: Sharing ideas with other students and presenting their homework


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: e.g.) façade
· Lexis: 10 Key vocabulary and some context vocabulary
· Function: Introduce some attractions
· Discourse: e.g.) shrine, attraction, façade 


	Assumptions:

· Most students know the modernistic Seoul.
· (However) Most students don’t know good attractions in Seoul well.

· Almost all of activities will be operated individually.

· Students know what is liberal questions or interpretive or applied questions.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not understand some vocabulary for advanced level.
☞ The teacher can explain some vocabulary in Korean directly.

· Students may not be interested in the topic.

☞ The teacher can use visual materials such as pictures, photos.

· There may not be enough time to explain vocabulary and do all activities.

☞ Some vocabulary can be explained directly and fast in Korean, and some activities can be connected with homework.
· Some students may finish reading earlier than others.
☞ The teacher can give some more questions so they have time to speak.

1) Metropolis

2) Capital

Noun – The capital of a country is the city or town where its government or legislature meets.

Washington, Ottawa, London

What do the cities have something in common?

3) Urbanization
명사 – 도시화

Noun – Urbanization is the process by which towns and cities grow bigger and more and more people go to live in them.
<Eliciting>

Do you know “urban” means?
What is the antonym of “urban”?

(rural)

You can guess the meaning of the word, urbanization, from the adjective form “urban”.

And urbanization is the process of making a city.

<CCQ>

4) Industrialization
명사 – 산업화/공업화

Noun – from the verb “industrialize”
Industrialize means

Uncountable noun “industry” is the production of goods, especially those made in factories.

5) Shrine
명사 – 성지, 사당

Noun – A shrine is a place of worship which is associated with a particular holy person or ancestor especially the king or queen of the nation.

6) Façade (pronunciation!!)
명사 – (건물의) 정면, 앞면 / 표면, 외관

Noun – The façade of a building, especially a large one, its front wall that faces the street.

The face of a building, esp the main front.

It also means a deceptive outward appearance.

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7) Skyscraper
명사 – 고층빌딩

Noun – A skyscraper is a very tall building in a city.

8) Landscape
명사 – 풍경

Noun – an area of land that is beautiful to look at or that has a particular type of appearance: a green, rural landscape.

<Eliciting>

Listen carefully to my example story.
You are traveling some beautiful places.

You can see really beautiful castles, trees and mountains while you are in this trip.

What can you say?

Wow! It’s a lovely landscape!!

9) Attraction
명사 – 명소, 명물

Noun – somewhere or something you can visit that is interesting or enjoyable.

<Eliciting>

This word means somewhere or something you can visit that is interesting or enjoyable such as Insa-dong, Honadae, Deoksugung in Seoul.

(The first letter is a.

You can also think this word when you have the feeling of linking someone, especially in a sexual way.)

Gyeongju city is one of the attractions in Korea?

Where is your famous attraction in the world?

10)  Cuisine
명사 – 요리 / 요리법

Noun – a particular style of cooking food, especially the style of a particular country or region: Thai / Italian cuisine.

· The food you can eat in a particular place, especially a restaurant or hotel: a chance to try the local cuisine

(Give the question to only 2 or 3 Ss.)
· Comprehension Questions/Tasks

(Context Vocabulary)

<Instruction>

I will give you two more worksheets.

There will be some questions for you to deeply understand the text.

The first one you will receive is for checking of the right place.
You can just write down in the empty circle as understood through the text.

In the second sheet, you can see some questions.

Please write your answers while you are reading.

If you already understood the text and so if you don’t need to read one more, please make the right answer with your partner.

I will give you 10 min for this activity.

(Give out the sheets)
