	Materials:

	Aims:
- Students will predict the key grammar and the meaning by looking at some pictures.

- Students will know the form of the possessive adjectives and possessive pronouns by teacher’s explanation, substitution table and singing.

- Students will practice the pronouns and adjectives by concept check questions and controlled activity.
- Students will improve listening, speaking and writing skills through less controlled activity and free production.  


	Language Skills:
- Listening: Listing to teacher’s instructions, explanations and other students’ ideas

- Reading: Reading worksheet to answer questions

- Speaking: Repeating to the teacher’s and drilling, practice activities and sharing ideas

- Writing: Writing through worksheets 


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: Drilling

- Lexis: Answering teacher’s questions while looking at some pictures 

- Grammar: Usage of the possessive adjectives and pronouns

- Function: Describing something belongs to someone


	Assumptions:

- Students already have learned subject and object pronouns in a previous lesson.
- Students already know the basic structure of English sentence.

- Students expect to use the key grammar in their speaking and writing


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may have difficult in understanding the meaning of today’s key grammar
: Teacher adds more explanations and provides more examples.

- Students may have hard time free production
: Teacher allows the student(s) to choose only one person from his/her family.

- If students need more time to finish their activity
: Teacher can be flexible to manage the class.

- If some students finish earlier than others

: Teacher makes them explain to other students.

(In this case, it is really important that the teacher must be respectful to others.)

Greeting

Hello, everyone!

My name is Deborah,

(T asks each student to answer his/her name.)

Thank you. 

We finally have the second lesson.

I think you guys are really tired because you did a lot of things today, but I hope you are eager to learn one more.

Are you ready to study for today with me?

OK, good!

Review

I would like to check what we have learned in a previous lesson. 

We have learned “Subject Pronouns” and “Object Pronouns”.
(T writes a simple English structure on the white board.)

Look at this.

“          “ + verb + Object/Complement~.

When you make a sentence, which pronoun do you use? Subject? Or Object pronouns?

Yes, right, for example,

I am a teacher.

We have a teacher.

And

Subject + verb + “           “~.

How about this?
Which pronouns do you use, subject or object?

Yes, we use object pronouns for this part, for example,

I have a mother.

So, I love           .

Or Deborah loves           .

Then, let’s complete this table together.

(T writes the answers from Students.)
And

(T also writes on the board.)

Good job, guys.

I think we don’t have to spend more time to practice these. (
Contextualization

So then, I will ask you some questions.

(Try to elicit.)

Does anyone live with family?

And who is married?

I see, you live with your family and (   ) and (   ) are not single.

Guided Warmer Activity

I am also married.

Maybe, you saw the back of my husband every weekend, right? (
Now, can I show you some pictures of my family members and something?

<Instruction>

When you look at the pictures, try to remember some persons or things that you can see.

<CCQs>

What should you do when we look at?

	Procedures:
Recall

You have looked at some pictures.

Was it cool? (
<Instruction & Demonstration>

Now, I want you to make two groups and remind what you saw.

And freely talk with your group members, for example, 

“I saw Deborah.” or “I saw earrings.”
I will give you 3 minutes and then we will talk all together.

<CCQs>

Do you work alone?

What do you talk?

How much time do you have?

Reflect

(T elicits some words we will use.)

I guess that’s enough.
Group A, what did you talk about pictures you had seen?

How about group B?
(T writes some words from each group.

T gives the opportunity to answer in turns.)

(T leaves the words on the board in order to use for the following part.)
Conclude

<FORM>
Now, we are going to learn about possessive adjectives and possessive pronouns.

We can answer through this when a person ask you like that “Whose book is this?” or “Whose books are these?”
I will show you a table with blanks.

Let’s see all together.

(T shows/makes a table about pronouns.)

<Drilling>

These are possessive adjectives and possessive pronouns.

Let’s read out with me.

Repeat after me.

Do you know the song “산토끼(wild rabbit, a song for children)”?
I want you to sing that song with me to remember these pronouns’ form.

(T sings first and then all sing together.)

<Meaning>

Great, thanks.

We have just learned the form of almost all sorts of pronouns. 

Please pay attention to the possessive pronouns more when you study.

Let’s talk about the meaning and usage of the possessive adjectives and also possessive pronouns.

(T points at the words Ss answered after they had seen some pictures in the front part of this lesson.)

You have seen some people and objects from the pictures before.

Let me ask you a question.

“Who is she?”
We can answer,

“She is Deborah’s mother.”
We can also change the part, Deborah.
I ask once again.

“Whose mother is the woman?”
I can say,

“The woman is my mother.”
And you can say,

“The woman is your mother.”
or “The woman is her mother.”
(T writes some sentences above.)

As you can see, possessive adjectives are placed in front of nouns.

If Deborah has a pencil, we can say

“This is (Deborah is a woman, so) her pencil.”
If Yong has some pencils, we can say

“These are (Yong is a man, so) his pencils.”
Like this, we use possessive adjectives when we say a kind of owner of something or somebody.

From now on, 

Let’s learn about possessive pronouns.
These are for the words instead of the possessive adjectives and noun you already mentioned before.

For example,

Deborah has a pencil

This(a pencil) is her(Deborah) pencil.

We can change this part(her pencil) to the possessive pronouns.

What can we say?

“This is hers.”
In this sentence, hers means her pencil.

We can also use for plural.

Deborah has pencils.

“These are hers.”
One more important thing is that you cannot use article and possessive adjectives or pronouns together.
(This is a my pencil. (X)

<CCQs>

Possessive adjectives like my, your, his… can be placed in front of noun?

(Yes)

When you make a shorter sentence or use only one word, what can you use?
(Possessive pronouns)

If a smart-phone belongs to him, what can you say?

(The smart-phone is his.)

Can you use both article and possessive pronouns together in a sentence?

(No)

Very good!

Let’s turn to the next step.

<Instruction & Demonstration>

Now, we will do a chain-drill activity.
Look at your right side partner and her/his object. Anything is ok. 

And we will make two sentences each.

For example, 

Amy has her cell-phone. 
The cell-phone is hers.

<CCQs>

Did you look at your partner’s thing?

How many sentences do you make?

(All students make two sentences using possessive adjectives and possessive pronouns. T can correct students’ errors of form and meaning appropriately.)

Free Practice

<Instruction>

Now, let’s make your own sentences.

I will give you the second worksheet.

Draw simply your family tree.

If you cannot draw well, just write the person such as my dad, mom.... 

And then please introduce your family.
Make more two sentences and less than 6 for each member.
You can write your sentences or just think. 
I will give you five minutes, do individually.

(T hand it out to the students.)

<Demonstration>

(T show her family tree and explain it using pronouns.)

Let’s look at my family tree, first.

I live with my husband, only. 

So I drew very simply family tree.

You can do like this.

Hi, my name is Deborah. I would like to introduce my family.

I live with my husband. His name is Lapidoth. He chose his name from Bible because my name is also from Bible. We are couple both in Bible and real. We have our room so the room is ours. 

<CCQs>

How many minutes do you have?

Do you work with your partner?

How many sentences do you make?

What is the most important thing when you are making your family tree?

(Pronouns!!)

(T monitors and sometimes helps students if they want or do incorrectly.)

<Feedback>

Are you guys all done?

Ok, I want two volunteers. 

Who can introduce the family members to us?

(T chooses two volunteers.)

Wrap-up

Did you have fun today?

I hope today’s lesson was useful to you.

And I really expect all you guys will practice what we lesson.

Because “my” lovely students always do “their” practice and then they make the lesson “theirs”. (
OK, that’s it for today. See you guys next class for reflexive pronouns.
Bye~!
