Materials:

- White board, board markers, white board eraser, beam projector, computer
- Video: Natural disasters 2011
- 7 role cards + one extra role card for teacher
- 7 pieces of paper for the vote
 

Aims:

- Students will be able to practice their speaking and listening skills by brainstorming, role play and class discussion.
- Students will be able to make persuasive arguments by using “should” and “should not” expressions.
- Students will be able to gain confidence by a persuasion. 
 

Language Skills:

Speaking : Brainstorming, role play, class discussion.
Reading : Reading role cards and voting papers
Listening: Teacher’s instructions, explanation, class mates’ arguments.
Writing : Voting.
Language Systems:

- Grammar : Use of the modal verbs “should” and “should not”.

- Function: Persuading other people and defending oneself.
- Discourse: Class discussion.
Assumptions about Students:

Students already know

- the different kinds of natural disasters in English.

- how to use “should” and “should not”.
- they should only speak in English.

- the teacher’s teaching style.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students might not know or understand some of the words in the role cards.
→ Go over the important words before practicing the role-play and help them individually. 

- If there’s more time than expected

→ Provide more time for the discussion.
- If students don’t have full knowledge about their roles before the Task-Realization

→ Tell them to look at their role cards while making arguments.

- If more than one person get same number of votes. 

→ Make the candidates say their last-minute plea and then re-vote.

	Greetings & Daily routines
Hello, everyone~ How are you today?
(Students say hello back to teacher.)

I’m going to play a short video now. The video is about natural disasters happened in 2011. Please try to remember the different kinds of natural disasters while you are watching the video. 
CCQ
- What do you need to do while watching the video?

(Let students watch the video.)
We’ve just finished watching the video. What kinds of natural disasters did you see from the video? Do you think these natural disasters occur quite often these days? What makes our Earth sick and do you think we should find another planet before our Earth becomes unlivable?
(Elicit from students)
Today, we will have a role play activity.

(Write “The End Of The World” on the board.)


 

Task- Preparation:
Materials: 7 different role cards and 1 extra role card for teacher

	It is the end of the world. Only the people in this class are safe. There is a rocket with food, water and technical supplies to survive for 10 years. In that time, you must find a new planet and build a new world. However, there are only 6 seats left on the rocket. Your task is to tell the people in this class who you are and persuade them why you should be on the rocket. Also, you need to pick one person who should not be on the rocket.
Before I give out your role cards, I would like to teach you some of the important words to know.

(1. priest – show a picture of priest

2. geologist – show pictures of rocks and explain that “geologist” is a person who studies about rocks.
3. grumpy – give an example
4. impatient – give an antonym

5. orphan – give an example
6. fit – show two pictures. 1- a muscular man  2- a skinny man 
7. conceit – give synonyms

8. dishonest – give an antonym

9. spoilt child – give synonyms) 
Instructions

Each of you will get a role card. You don’t show it to the other people. Read it alone and keep in your mind who you are. If you don’t understand some words in the role cards, you can call me. You have about 3 minutes to prepare and learn about your role. 
Demonstration
(Pick the extra role card and pretend to read it silently. Act as if I am memorizing my role.)
CCQ
- What do you need to do?

- Do you show your card to the other people?

- How much time do you have to learn about your role?
- What should you do if you don’t understand some of the words?

(Distribute one card for each person)

(Students read and memorize)

(Give time warning: 1 minute left)

Are you ready? Ok, let’s start the role play!

	Instructions
Now, your job is to give good reasons why you should get on the rocket and persuade the people in this class. Every person gets to speak. One person at a time. You need to use the modal verb “should” when making your argument. 

(Write “I think I should get on the rocket because…” on the board.)

Demonstration
For example, I’m a pregnant woman. I think I should get on the rocket because I’m 7 months pregnant and this is my first child. I’m okay to die but I can’t let my baby die. I’m very funny and generous so I can get along well with the people.
CCQ
- What do you have to do now?

- Will everybody speak at the same time?

- What modal verb should you use when making your argument?

(Each person talk about their role and give good reasons why they should be on the rocket by using “should” expression.)

(Monitor discreetly and listen to students’ arguments.)

(When everybody finishes speaking, go over to the next discussion.)

Instructions
Now, it’s time to decide who should not be on the rocket. You’ve heard all the arguments from the different people here. Please pick one person and say why he/she should not be on the rocket. Please use “should not” expression when making your argument. Everyone gets to speak one by one.
(Write “I think ______ should not get on the rocket because…” on the board.)

Demonstration
For example, I think the scientist should not get on the rocket because it’s very hard to be with someone who is grumpy and impatient in a difficult situation like this. 
CCQ
- What are we going to do now?

- What modal verb should you use when making your argument?

(Each person chooses one person and give good reasons why he/she should not get on the rocket.)

(Monitor discreetly and listen to students’ arguments.)

(When everybody finishes speaking, ask them to make their final decision.)

Instructions
Everybody should vote now and decide who should not get on the rocket. But before I give you out the voting paper, I would you like to reveal the information that I have about some of the people here to help you decide better.

(Read out the information.)
Now, I will give you 2 minute to decide. Please tick on the “live” box if you want to have the person on the rocket. Tick on the “die” box if you don’t want to have the person on the rocket.

CCQ

- What do you do?
- How much time do you have? 
(Distribute papers for vote)

(Students vote. Monitor discreetly)

(Get students’ voting papers.)

Now, let’s see the result.

(Reveal the result to the students.)
