	Aims
* Main aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by having students asking and giving advices.

* Secondary aim: Students will talk about giving advice by ‘Brenda needs your advice’, ‘Advising Tables’
               and ‘Match the sentences’.

* Personal aim: I want to improve time management and teaching pace.


	Language Skills

● Reading: Students will read scripts of ‘Brenda needs your advice’ and ‘Advising Tables!’
● Listening: Students will listen to advices about problems of them and others.
● Speaking: Students will be speaking when they give advices and presenting their advices given.  

● Writing: Students will write an advice on the board.


	Language Systems

● Lexis: Idioms or different expressions used in asking and giving advices script relating in relationship or emotions

● Function: How to ask and give advice about their problem

● Phonology: none discussed
● Discourse: understand some pronoun that indicates a person in context

● Grammar: Right form of advising sentences 
(Have you thought about (+gerund)...? If I were you, I would (+verb)...)




	Anticipated Errors
	Solutions

	Students may not be able to understand idioms on the passage
	Explain the meaning and its usage of the idioms

	If lesson is done earlier than expected 
	On the post activity, ask additional questions about their answers

	If time is short
	On the post activity, ask 2-3 students finish the answers

(Tt boards Ss' answers. Answers might be 'I think you should take a rest', 'If I were you, I would ask your teacher to extend a deadline', or 'Why don’t you make a schedule')

Do you know what these suggestions or comments called? 

( Tt elicits the word "advice")

Yes, it is advice. If you have a problem now, you might need an advice 

<CCQs>

(Tt shows #2 picture)Is she giving her an advice? - Yes

(Tt shows #3 picture)Is he giving him an advice? -No
To advise is to help to solve problems? - Yes 
If you know everything about your problem, do you need advice? –No

	(Tt shows #4 picture) 

"I have a friend who needs your advice today. Her name is Brenda. She has a problem with her boy friend. This is what her problem is.
“I’ve been in a relationship with my boyfriend for two years now, and I’d really like to take it to the next level. I’m 25 and want to be married before I’m 27 but he doesn’t seem to want to ask me to marry him. Should I be dropping more hints? Is there anything I can do to make him propose?”
I’ll read it as if I am Brenda herself and you guys listen for it. Take it to the next level means To make something more serious and to drop hints means to say what you want without saying it directly.
And now, she needs your advice!  
I want you to think the best advice to her. I will give you 1 minute to write down one advice and there is a tip for you to make an advice. (demonstration) If I were you I would have dinner with him and my parents.
<Advising Sentences> 

a) I think you should (+verb)...
b) If I were you, I would (+verb)...
c) Why don’t you (+verb) ...
d) Have you thought about (+-ing)...

<ICQs>

1. What are you going to do? (write the best advice for her)

2. How much time do you have? (1 minute)

3. Are you working individually? (Yes)
(Tt gives time warning)
<Check answers>

"Now, everyone come up to the board and write your advice"
Ask 2-3 students to present their advices and the reasons
Ask 1 student if she/he found interesting.

	Table set-up
	Advising Tables
	<Table set-up> 
Before we start next activity, I want to arrange our tables.

Put a table seating chart on a board ask students to set up the tables and chairs. Ask students to pick lots for selecting advisors.
Instruction
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Who has pink? You sit on the left side
The rest of you who have yellow sit on the right side. The students on the left will be advisors and you guys do not move. 
The students on the right will be moving with their problem. I will give you one minute for each advisor. After a beep, you move to the next seat. We are going to move clockwise.  

(Ask them to pick one of problems)

* Explicit ICQ
1. Are you guys working individually? (no)
2. What do advisors do? (give advices) to how many students total?(4)

3. What do right sides do? (ask advices) to how many students? (4) 
3. When you hear the beep sound, where do you move? (next seat)
4. Where does A(on the left side) moves at beep sound? -No
5. Where does B(on the right side) moves at beep sound? -Yes
Give students demonstration

* Monitor discreetly. 
(Give time warning.)
<Check answers>
Ask 4 students on the right side what advices they got from advisors
