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How to deal with the unexpected problems.
“Live as if you were to die tomorrow. Learn as if you were to live forever.” 
-Mahatma Gandhi
The roles of teachers are not only delivering their knowledge to students but also managing classroom with other considerable factors which affect learners to successfully finish the course. They have to control unexpected problems in class to run it smoothly and effectively. I will talk about some unexpected issues teachers might encounter in the class.
These days most of English institutes implement English only policy to get used to English environment and learn English effectively. During the time I learned English in Wall Street Institute in 2005 in Seoul. They had a very strict “only English” policy. As soon as I entered the institution, I had to speak English to get my CD for self-study with a computer. Students had to speak English to have their requirements such as booking a class to evaluate how much improve their English, booking social activities, and getting their text books. In addition, there were some useful expressions written in English on proper places to give students examples so student could apply the expressions to their speaking. By doing this, students could memorize the expressions, and they could communicate naturally in different situations. 
Another issue is how teachers will deal with frequent tardiness and absences. The level of participation and attendance strongly affect the atmosphere of a classroom. Many schools and institutions have rewards and punishments in order to motivate students to be diligent. When I took a writing class in Pagoda in 2007, the teacher gave us a grammar book which she made as a reward for 100% attendant students at the end of every month. The grammar book was well summarized and great helpful so all her students wanted to have the book. For this reason, the number of tardy and absent students decreased gradually, it did not take long all students were be on time in the class. There were some language institutions I learned, they had strict regulations about attendance and before starting the first course, they noticed the students to be on time or they were disqualified to take the course. Since the regulations were fully explained to the students before taking the course, it implies that the learner has implicitly agreed to take responsibility for their own behavior. 

In contrast, when I was in Dae Cheon girls’ high school in 1997, tardy students got corporal punishments in front of other students or ran ten laps around the school ground. These physical punishments could not change students’ lazy behavior at all, they just tried to avoid teachers’ eye and the time when they are going to school. Based on my experiences, physical punishments for tardy students do not work effectively so I will make them write a letter included the reasons of being late and their promise to be on time in class. Then I will let them know if they break the promise, I will call their parents or 2% deduction from overall grade.
Lastly, how will you help students to prepare for presentation in class? It is the biggest challenge for students to have a presentation in front of others, especially, introverted and shy students. I will encourage them to have confidence and show a video record about how their seniors had their presentation as an example.

Then I will give a clear demonstration to the class so they could understand what they are going to prepare for the lesson presentation. After all this, I will give them enough time to prepare and practice in order to make sure they feel ready for presentation with confidence in front of other students. 
While writing this essay, I realized again that being a good teacher is not only delivering a good knowledge of subjects but also dealing with a range of unexpected problems efficiently and wisely. 
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
