1. Listening for Main idea

Instruction
(T  writes the guiding questions on the board)

2.  Listening for Details (it can be 2~4 times)
Instruction
This time, think about the situation again, and listen carefully and answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. During listening, you can’t talk with others.

(Distribute the Listening worksheet)

(Monitoring passively)

Repeat Second listening if the students want to listen again and it can be 2~3 times.

T : Now compare to your answers with other group members, if there is the different answer, talk about  it 
(Distribute the listening script)

Check the whole answers with students and listen to the conversation in last time.
T : take a line on the sentences what  you think the answers of the questions

Aims:


To learn new vocabulary about hair cut and to practice making  sentences


-     To build students’ listening skill


-     To practice finding main topic and details and can answer the questions


-     Describing people’s emotion by their intonation in listening 








-     To build students’ communication skills through having discussion











Language Skills:


Writing : with new vocabulary to practice making a sentence


Listening : understanding speaker’s emotion and can find main topic & details


Speaking : talk about students’ own opinion about their hair style


Reading  : read worksheet and can solve the questions





Language Systems:


Lexis : vocabulary & vocabulary build up sheets


Phonology : can guess emotion by intonation


Discourse : find main idea, details, relationship & context 











Assumptions:





Students are seating in groups ( 4 students are one group )


All students’ levels are more than intermediate and can describe their opinions feely


The teacher already knows each students’ personalities and they are seating in jigsaw by each personalities for having fair speaking chance


All students are mentioned today’s topic before the day for communication





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-    Male students’ case, they can be bored about this topic


     ☞   by showing the pictures of hair style, can give some ideas 


-    Students may not all concentrate listening in a long context


      ☞   Teacher can cut in the middle of context and check the students’ following  


Students can be confused finding a main topic and details


☞   Pre- teach to find a main topic and details with other short script


Students may not understand speakers’ fast and volumed  intonation


☞   Pre- showing  some of deferences intonations by DVD can help them
