Good, today, we will listen to a conversation between two speakers about daily activities and schedules.

	Procedure: 

1. Eliciting  vocabulary by drawing picture
What is it?(clock drawing)
What time do you get up? What time do you go to bed?

What activities do you do before go to bed?

What is the busiest time of day?

(Distribute handout)
Let’s see the pictures and think about what kinds of activities you do everyday.
What do usually do in the morning/afternoon/evening?

(Write on the board student’s answers about daily routines in time)
Then, what activities do you like to do?
What activities don’t you like to do?
(check on the board )

 Instruction 

Now, let’s talk about the activities you would like to do with your friend on the weekends. Work with your partner. 
Think and talk about 3 things. You have 3 minutes.
CCQ
How do you ask question to your partner?

How much time do you have?

Are you working alone?

When do we start?
Feedback
Check the answers 
Share the ideas with students
What does your partner like to do on the weekends?
(List on the board students’ answers of things like to do on the weekends)
2. Pre-teach vocabulary
Eliciting  vocabulary by giving examples, synonym-antonym, translation
Write on the board (‘appointment’, assignment’, ‘cause’, ‘canceled’) 

Analyze the word

1. Listening  for the Main Idea(general understanding)
Instruction

Now, we are going to listen to the conversation. 
Before listening, I want you think of the answer.

1) What is the relationship of two speakers?
2) What does a man want to do?

Please, put your pen down. We are going just listen at first.
CCQ

Are you going to take a note?

What are you supposed to think about?

How many questions do you think?
What are questions?

Listen Carefully.

(Play the Listening CD without stopping -1st)

Check the answers 

Let’s listen one more time.
Let’s catch the answers.

(Play the CD one more time without stopping - 2nd)

Check the answers with whole class
What are they?

What does a man want to do?.

Maybe they are friends.

The man wants to spend time with the woman.
But The woman has a lot of things to do.

2. Listening for Details

Did you catch the woman’s name?

What is the man’s name? 

When does he want to spend time with her?
But she has a lot of things to do on Saturday.

Do you have many things to do on Saturday?

What do usually do on Saturday?

Do you help your mom a lot?

Now, listen carefully what she has to do for chores or daily activities. 
(Play the CD again - 3rd)

Ask questions for detail
Instruction

Now, While listening to CD, let’s answer the questions on the worksheet.
(Distribute the worksheet) 
Work individually.
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?
How many questions are you going to answer?

Are you working alone?

Are you ready?

(Play the CD again - 4th)
Check the answers with whole class

(Play the CD again - 5th)
Check the answers
Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students listen and say it

Inform about homework.

Materials:


-     Pre-teach vocabulary handout (6 copies each)


-     Listening CD & CD player


-     Listening worksheet (6 copies each)


-     Listening script (6 copies each)


-     White board & board marker








Aims:


-     Students will bb able to improve listening skill by listening to a short conversation. 


-     Students will be able to learn new vocabularies by practicing daily activities in the handout.


-     Students will be able to pick up the detail information by checking answers the listening worksheet.


-     Students will be able to practice a short conversation by role-play.




















Language Skills:


-  Listening: The teacher’s explanation about new vocabulary, Listening material ‘short conversation of daily schedule’


-  Reading: Listening script for role-play, Listening worksheet


-  Speaking: Talking about individual’s experience, Answering teacher’s/partner’s questions, practicing role-play and demonstration


-  Writing: writing plans for the weekends (homework)





Language Systems:


-     Lexis: New vocabularies about daily schedule, activities, things to do


-     Function: Describing how to explain about daily schedule, activities, thing to do


-     Grammar: Future tense (Be going to~), have to~, be + p. p, prepositions of time, place





Assumptions:





Students already know:]


How to work with pairs or group


How the class is set up and run (There will be 6 students around the table


The teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course


All students are elementary school students


Students cannot speak fluently but enough to understand the class discussion


Students have their own experiences and knowledge about daily schedule, activities, routines, thing to do





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may have difficulties to listen real-life conversation


-> Let them listen again and chunk the listening


Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


-> Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


-     Some students don’t have any special plans for the weekends


-> Elicit their hobby or interests to have some ideas


      -      If time is short


-> Cut post-activity discussion short and ask 2~3 students to share their opinions 


      -      If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipate


-> Ask as many students as possible about their idea 
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
