   things or two people. And it has special form, so I will show you some examples.  But before that, I have to ask this.

Demonstration

(Put a wallchart on the board)

Can you see this? These are basic forms of comparative adjective. First, if the word has one syllable, put –er to the end of the word. For example, 

the word clean will be cleaner, dark, darker. If one syllable word finishes with ‘e’, than put r. For example, wise will be wiser, nice, nicer. And, if the word has one vowel and one consonant, put one more consonant and then put er. 

Next, if the word has two syllables and finishes with ‘y’, replace ‘I’ than ‘y’ and then put er. 

For example, busy will be busier, funny, funnier, lovely, lovelier.

Third, if the word has more than two syllables, and doesn’t finish with y, we can put ‘more’ or ‘less’ in front of word.

For example, active will be less/more active, beautiful, more/less beautiful, intelligent, more/less intelligent.
