Wow! What various foods are! Okay! So, today, we will listen to two people who are arguing about who prepares for the breakfast. But first, we will learn some words and phrases the speakers use.

	Procedure:

1. Key vocabulary

Instructions
Work individually. Match the words on the left to the meaning on the right. You have 5 minutes.

[Distribute the worksheet]

Demonstration

Look at the #1… “right, cupboard is a cabinet or storage space for keeping food or other items in the kitchen”
CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

What do you do on the worksheet?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.
Give time warning: 1 minute left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.

Check answers: let students write the correct vocabulary and meanings on the board.(#1 already written by teacher)

- Go through the vocabulary one by one.

- Elicit the meaning from students.

- Explain the meaning if necessary.

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the Main Idea

Instructions

Put your pen down. Close your eyes. Listen to conversation of the two speakers. Think about the relationship between the man and the woman and why they are arguing. 

CCQ
Can you take notes?

What are you going to think about?

[Play MP3 file without stopping]

Do you want to listen again?
· Yes → Have them listen one more time

· No → Have them share their thought

[Distribute the listening worksheet and check the answer for main idea]

Instructions
Check the answer individually. 
Now compare your each answer with your group members.

What is the answer of #1 and #2 of questions for main idea?

You have 2 minutes. 
CCQ
What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Check answers: let students write their answers on the board.

2. Listening for Details

Instructions
Go through the questions for details one by one for 30 seconds.
Then, listen to the speakers one by one this time. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

[Give students 30 seconds to preview the questions.]

Play MP3 File.

Let students check answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

· Yes → Play the recording again.

·  No → Have them share their answer.
Now I’ll give you dictation worksheet and play the recording again. Fill in the blanks on the worksheet. Work Individually.

[Distribute the dictation worksheet.] 
Play MP3 File.

Let students check answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

· Yes → Play the recording again.

·  No → Have them share their answer.
Check the answers as a whole class after the students fill in the blanks on the worksheet.
Listen to the MP3 file one sentence by one sentence in the dictation work sheet, and then let students speak each sentence loudly.

1. Free Production
Instructions
What’s for breakfast in your country? What does it look like? What’s the ingredient of the food? Talk about it with your group and fill out the worksheet. You have 5 minutes.
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working with group?

For how long?

Monitor actively and participate within each group.

Send a representative up front and have them introduce member’s food for breakfast.

Elicit today’s keyword for students.

Give two assignments.

Write one sentence for each keyword you learned today.
Plus, listen and repeat each sentence after the two speakers of “Breakfast Recipes”. Record it on a tape.

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Breakfast Recipes








Materials:


Keyword Worksheet, Listening worksheet & Fill-in-the-blank worksheet (12 copies)

Aims:


To learn vocabulary and expression for daily-life conversation that relates to having meal


To be able to pick up details from the real-life talk by answering details questions on a worksheet


To practice speaking by introducing breakfast of their countries with group members





Language Skills:


Reading : Keyword worksheet & Dictation worksheet(Fill-in-the-blank)


Listening : the speakers’ short conversation about having breakfast and why they are arguing


Speaking : comparing answers within groups, group activity(introduction about breakfast)


Writing : details(dictation), writing about breakfast 





Language Systems:


Lexis : words and phrases used in common morning conversation between family members and preparing for the meals in daily life 


Function : common morning conversation about preparing for breakfast








Assumptions:





Students already know:


how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)


the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


most students have different nationalities and eat various breakfast individually.


all students have cooked for breakfast





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to follow the passage easily


⇒ Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the track again until they get the gist of content.





Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


⇒ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play).





If time is short,


⇒ Cut post-activity conversation short and only ask 2-3 students to share breakfast food of their own countries.





If students finish their task earlier than anticipated,


⇒ Ask as many students as possible about their recipes of breakfast food, and tastes of the food.
