1. General greeting

2. Bargaining culture in China :

Try to cut off the price from the first price that the merchant wants you to pay. You can bargain about 50% off.
3. T : “ Before we listen about people on street market, we will learn some vocabularies the speakers use.”

1. Eliciting by showing a picture
-Merchant : “What’s another word for ‘Seller’or ’saler’?”
 “A person who sells merchandize.”
-Buck : “What another word for ‘dollar’?”
-Steal(a good bargain) : “If the merchant sell a thing at too much lower price, how would he feel? He might feel like the customer steals it”
      2. CCQ

          -“Do Merchants buy things?”, “Do they sell things?”
          -“How many bucks do you have”
          -“I payed 10cents for this book. Is it a steal?”

	Procedure:

1. Listening for main idea

a) Before Listening 
-Guiding question – “how many people in the listening?”
“What does the merchant sell? “Did the customer buy anything?”
-CCQ : “How many questions do you have to answer?”
b) Listening a dialog

c) Check the answers

2. Listening for details

a) Check idioms one by one
b) Give question worksheet and let students to answer them while listening once again

-CCQ : “Can you answer the question while you’re listening?”
c) Check the answers

d) Give dictation worksheet and let students fill the blanks while they listen
-CCQ : “Are you filling the blanks?”
             e)  Check the answers by chunk listening(pause-play-pause-play)

-Speaking : Role-plying in pairs

Assumptions:





Students already know :


-How the class is set up and run ( in pairs)


-The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


-Most students have bought things on street market





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


->Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


-If time is short


    ->Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3students to share their opinions about what was the worst rip-off


-If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


    ->Share the ideas in their role-playing and how much they bargained
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
